“That Council promote the concept of a local community foundation and research its feasibility.”

“The battle lost, farewell to our hall of memories” article in Wangaratta Chronicle 24™ December
2007 explains the decision made by John Brumby, now State Premier, to demolish the Wangaratta
Memorial Town Hall. A large sum of money was raised by the community to build this hall and
almost 6000 people signed a petition to protect it from demolition. If the money raised for the
special purpose of building the Memorial Town Hall had been controlled by a Community
Foundation would notice have been taken of this petition?

/| The 15" February 2005 Council minutes explain
“A community foundation is an organization established in order to create an independent source
of funds for the community benefit.
It is a separate legal entity which receives funds from local individuals, organizations or businesses
to build a capital endowment fund to make grants to specific community projects or local charities.
Funds received can include donations, grants or bequests and are tax deductible. They may be of
money, equipment, land or other in-kind donations. Some may be earmarked for a particular area
of interest identified by a donor; others are untied except that they must be expended for the local
community’s benefit. The funds are distributed by the foundation in a way that reflects the needs
and aspirations of the local community.”
The first community foundation was established in Cleveland US in 1914. In Australia, the
Foundation for Rural and Regional Renewal was established in 2000.
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Wangaratta Rural City Council has committed $50,000 to employ consultants, Lockyen to carry
out a review of the 2030 Community Vision as explained in Wangaratta Chronicle 17" December
2007 “Vision for the Future”. This review should investigate the establishment of a Wangaratta
and District Community Foundation to protect assets developed for community use by resident
fund raising and volunteer work.
