Every attempt was made to
undermine our sense of worth — we were constantiy told we were no good and we were
lucky to be in the orphanage and that we were a drain on the funds of the church- these
things demoralised us so we were more vulnerable to any so called form of attention is easy
targets for any sort of sexual enjoyment they wanted.

No hugs were given, no affection. Stony faces from the “monsters”. Again this made us
vulnerable and it worked to the advantage of the predators who wanted boys. |||
