ExxonMobil Australia has advised Council that the remaining non-recyclable waste from
the project is anticipated to be less than 5 per cent of total material brought in from the
decommissioning.


The limited volume of disposal activity is not expected to have a significant impact on local
waste disposal facilities; however, any potentially hazardous materials will be transported
and disposed of at approved locations, including some that may be within Gippsland.


ExxonMobil Australia has advised that the project will follow required regulatory
requirements, with all waste components that depart the site to be tracked to their final
location to ensure waste is managed appropriately.
