investigate the legislation that enables and governs search and rescue
activities in Victoria and provide recommendations on improvements;

review existing marine monitoring and communications processes
underpinning rescue services and provide advice on improvements
which could be considered; and

review the training and development needs for marine rescue service
providers and provide recommendations on improvements.

2014.
