MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Labor Government for its
failure to implement its much published open and accountable administration policy, whether it
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be proposals to gag and guillotine parliamentary debate in this House and another place,
deliberate and systematic lengthy delays in the processing of Freedom of Information requests,
or refusal of normal departmental briefings to opposition spokespeople, and this is a government
that has made an art form out of secrecy in the administration.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Labor Government for
downgrading Languages Other Than English (LOTE) in our schools and calls upon the
Government to guarantee that LOTE remains a key learning area by providing adequate
resources to allow schools to offer LOTE in their curriculum.

Parliamentary business; and (b) abrogating his oath as a minister of the Crown by refusing to
fully cooperate with a Federal Police investigation into this matter; and calls upon the Attorney-
General to produce those travel diaries immediately for scrutiny, and if he fails to do so to admit
that he does not possess them and make immediate arrangements to refund the entire costs of the
travel in question to the Commonwealth Parliament.
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MR COOPER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport for his
failure to implement urgent safety improvements at the dangerous intersection of Moorooduc
Road and Bentons Road, Moorooduc; and Nepean Highway and Bentons Road, Mornington.

MR COOPER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport for keeping
secret his plan to reduce the rail service between Bendigo and Kyneton to a single line operation.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for in two of the last
three years delegating to his most junior backbenchers the Government’s official representation
at the Emperor of Japan’s birthday celebrations, the most important function for the Japanese
business and resident community in Victoria and further note that the Premier has yet to be
bothered attending this important event thereby offending the Japanese community.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for on 1 February
2003 delegating to his most junior backbencher the Government’s official representation at the
Indian Republic Day official function, the most important function for our large Indian-
Australian community thereby offending the Indian community.

MR KOTSIRAS — To move, That this House condemns the Premier, as Minister for
Multicultural Affairs, for not attending the Greek National Day celebrations held on 23 March
2003 at the Shrine of Remembrance.

MR KOTSIRAS — To move, That this House condemns the Premier, as Minister for
Multicultural Affairs, for not attending the Panepirotic Union dinner held on 1 March 2003.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House notes the readiness of the Premier and his
senior Ministers to attend expensive fundraising events for the Labor Party while regularly
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refusing to attend grassroots community functions, especially within Victoria’s diverse
multicultural communities.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for failing to attend a
range of multicultural events this year including important occasions for the Sri Lankan,
Ukranian, Greek, Hindu, Cypriot and Dutch communities.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Government for its attempted
politicisation of the multicultural affairs portfolio, historically treated in this State on a bipartisan
basis, and notes that today would be a suitable day to return to that spirit of bipartisanship.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minster for Environment for failing to prevent the unilateral closure of a Yarra River walking
track in Hawthorn and for failing to assist the City of Boroondara and local residents in working
to have the walking track reopened.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Education and Training for secretly initiating a proposed sale of land from
Ashwood College in Burwood including a significant wetlands area, for the purpose of a
housing development.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for issuing,
on 23 May 2003, without notice, consultation or explanation, a new ministerial order regarding
home builders warranty insurance to exempt Government agencies through the Director of
Housing from the Government’s own home builders warranty insurance requirements, but
leaving private builders to suffer the burden of this rapidly failing and manifestly inadequate and
inequitable system.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
adequately monitor the impact and consequences of the Government’s home builders warranty
insurance system on consumers and builders, in particular inadequate cover, inconsistent
eligibility criteria, inequitable demands on builders, high premiums, non-recognition of previous
performance, incapacity to tender, enormous time loss and administrative burden and aggregate
work limits.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for withholding
vital maintenance funding from schools again this year, for cutting corners and for politicising
the upkeep of school grounds and buildings in Victoria at the cost of certainty, community safety
and the proper, efficient forward planning of the educational system, and for presiding over the
destruction of a skills and competencies base surrounding the development of the Physical
Resource Maintenance System in education, which must be restored.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its broken
promise to spend $50 million to fund the purchase of what were in its own words ‘urgently
needed’ new relocatable classrooms for Victoria’s schools and for instead paying for expensive
maintenance of seriously outdated portable classrooms which are constructed from asbestos and
should be retired.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House urges the Victorian Government to immediately
alter its windfarm guidelines to ban windfarms from sensitive environmental and coastal
locations.
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MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House warmly congratulates all those associated with
the concept and production of the book You Are Not Alone by Sane Australia and, in particular,
congratulates Dan Halloran, an extraordinary 15-year-old Victorian whose personal experience
dealing with the mental illness of his mother Virginia, and the dedication of his father John,
inspired the book — a book which provides the chance for children with a parent or family
member with a mental illness to understand and cope just as Dan and his father coped with not
only Virginia’s mental illness but also her tragic death from cancer last year, following a long
problematic diagnosis and treatment regime, the truth of which still awaits resolution by the
Minister for Health.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its
continued failure to respond to Questions on Notice and be open and accountable for its acts.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House gives its unequivocal support to the Australian
Rugby Union in its campaign to overturn the proposed ban on the singing of Waltzing Matilda at
the forthcoming World Cup and urges fans, in the great traditions of the song itself, to sing it

anyway.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the State Government to guarantee that
the proposed development at Burnley Gardens not be called in.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing and
Export for his deliberate avoidance of parliamentary scrutiny in that he proposed enhanced key
performance indicators for the previous Minister for Manufacturing Industry, the
Hon Rob Hulls, MP, yet upon his own appointment as Minister, he informed the Public
Accounts and Estimates Committee that he is not prepared to accept the increased level of
parliamentary scrutiny he advocated for the previous Minister.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Treasurer for —
(a) misleading the people of Victoria regarding his and the Bracks Government’s involvement in
the national Strategic Investment Incentive Program when he claimed that other States and
Christmas Island were receiving greater Federal Government hand-outs from this program than
Victoria when the truth is that this funding program is based on applications sponsored by State
and Territory Governments; and (b) applying for an embarrassingly low number of grants that
amount to less than 10 per cent of the total funding applications nationwide.

MR CLARK — To move, That this House deplores the false claim by the Treasurer in question
time yesterday that the former government could never cut payroll tax, when in fact the former
government cut payroll tax on three separate occasions with an overall reduction in the rate of
tax from 7 per cent to 5% per cent, and calls on the Treasurer to correct his statement in
accordance with the established practices of the House.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House calls on the Chair and other Government members
of the all-party Public Accounts and Estimates Committee to stand up to the Premier’s
outrageous ‘Guidelines for Submissions and Responses to Inquiries’ that they are now required
by the politburo Department of Premier and Cabinet to implement, and that these Government
members come forward and detail to the House each occasion when independent departmental
and statutory authority submissions and advice have been censored, edited or vetoed so as to
compromise Government members’ responsibilities to this Parliament’s independent committee
work.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
protect Melbourne’s open space resources and undermining the amenity of that open space
including at Royal Park, Jolimont, Kew Cottages, Burnley Gardens, Werribee, Frankston,
Bayswater and the Yarra.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport and the
Minister for Planning for their silence on the proposed closure of the Swanston Street entrance
to Melbourne Central Train Station on the corner of La Trobe Street which will inconvenience
thousands of public transport users, disrupt the popular train/tram interchange and force
commuters to undertake a circuitous route through the Melbourne Central Shopping centre to
access the station.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for doing
nothing to prevent the practice of Councils rejecting applications for in-ground swimming pools
because of their clearly ludicrous and arbitrary contention that the excavation involved would
contravene local covenants preventing quarry or mining in metropolitan Melbourne.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That the Bracks Government, and in particular the Minister for
Transport and the Minister for Community Services, be condemned for failing to take
appropriate action to curb fraud being perpetrated under the Multi-Purpose Taxi Program and
instead punishing the victims of the fraud by introducing appalling changes to the scheme which
will decimate benefits for the disabled, and in particular the ethnic disabled, leave them trapped
in their homes and deny them their human right to fully participate in society, a right which was
supposed to be guaranteed under the Victorian State Disability Plan.
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for failing the
students of Daylesford Primary School by deliberately setting a staffing budget for the school
which will force the school to shed experienced staff and cut support programs for students and,
further, that this House agrees with the School Council President, Colin Priest, that this is
‘deplorable for a Government that had education as a key election promise’ and ‘this funding
crisis is having a negative effect on teacher and student morale’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East for failing
the students of Daylesford Primary School by acquiescing to the Bracks Government staffing
budget for the school which will force it to shed experienced staff and cut support programs for
students and further condemns him for failing to defend the right to a good education in the state
schools of Daylesford.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Thomastown West Primary School by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of
the teaching staff at the school and, further, that this House agrees with the School Council
President, Lisa Courescas, that this Government should ‘rescind this unjust financial imposition
on schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Thomastown for failing
the students of Thomastown West Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s
imposition of a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students
and parents of Thomastown West Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Lorne-Airey’s Inlet P-12 College by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of
the teaching staff at the school and further, that this House expresses its support for the School
Council President, Angus McKenzie, who has said, ‘this school council is disappointed and
angry at the Government’s policy of devolving WorkCover premium to schools; we have
already endured one bitter disappointment this year when the long awaited building project was
not listed for master planning’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Daylesford Secondary College by capriciously
imposing a WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of the VCE teaching
staff at the school and, further, that this House agrees with the Daylesford Secondary College
School Council President, Barry Golding, and the Principal, Heather McIntyre, that ‘this policy
is an indictment on those who wrote it and those who support it; in the end the losers are our
students’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East for failing
the students of Daylesford Secondary College by acquiescing to the Bracks Government staffing
budget for the school which will force it to shed staff because of a WorkCover penalty imposed
by the Minister for Education Services and further condemns him for failing to defend the right
of children to a good education in the state school of Daylesford.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House dissents from the ruling of the Speaker on
19 November 2003 when she used Sessional Order 10 in an impulsive fashion and for her
refusal to follow the ruling of Deputy Speaker McGrath recorded in the Rulings from the Chair,
July 2003, at p 71 which reports as follows ‘the Deputy Speaker drew attention of the House to

his concern about continual requests for the withdrawal of words that have, in the past, been
used regularly in the cut and thrust of debate. He pointed out that when members decide to take
exception to words used in the House, they should be mindful that they do not paint themselves
in a corner and so reduce the vocabulary that can be used that future debates will be inhibited
and that common sense is needed’ and instead for using the narrowest interpretation of
parliamentary practice.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for
exhibiting far more interest in overseas trips, photographic self-promotion and fancy new pin-
striped suits than in the families affected by the Government’s decision to foist a toxic waste
dump on farming communities.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for his
cavalier and supercilious attitude to Victorians as evidenced by his expenditure of over $100,000
on advertisements featuring his own photo, his extensive overseas travel and his regal-like
insistence that families affected by the Government’s proposed toxic waste dump at Tiega drive
17 hours to Mildura to see him, rather than the Minister visiting the families themselves and
expresses support for Renee Morrish’s statement that ‘he [the Minister] did not have the guts to
come to us — my parents had to go to him in Mildura’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for —
(a) doing nothing to prevent the recent but repeated refusal of applications for in-ground
swimming pools by VCAT, and the Cities of Glen Eira and Boroondara in particular, on the
grounds that excavations for such pools would constitute ‘quarrying’ and hence be in conflict
with old covenants preventing quarrying or mining in metropolitan Melbourne; and (b) forcing
residents with applications to expend tens of thousands of dollars pursuing legally difficult
applications for covenant removals despite in-ground pools existing in immediately adjacent
homes.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House congratulates the Australian Rugby Union for its
exemplary conduct of the 2003 World Cup, Martin Johnson and the English team for their
amazing last gasp victory, George Gregan and the Wallabies for their sensational efforts and all
other teams, fans and volunteers for their high-spirited, good-hearted support of the heavenly
game and this tournament in particular and urges the earliest possible inclusion of a Victorian
team in the Super 12 competition, pending a return bout in 2007.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Osborne Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and its
management and further, that this House expresses its support for the School Council President
of Osborne Primary School Mr Ric Bugg, who has said ‘were the school to move to a significant
WorkCover disincentive in the future, (potentially through no fault of our own), up to $10,000
would not be available for the education of our children; we find this totally unacceptable’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Western Port for failing
the students of Osborne Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Osborne
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Highvale Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and
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its management insofar as they acknowledge that under this system ‘anticipated savings can
quickly turn into an actual loss as a result of a serious but unpreventable accident’; and
(b) expresses its support for the College Council President, Mr Daryl Lynch, who says ‘the
Highvale Secondary College Council wishes to express in the strongest terms its opposition to
the imposition of the partial transfer of responsibility for WorkCover to schools in 2004 and asks
that this decision be reversed ...; the threat of this WorkCover disincentive arrangement will
compromise schools keen to improve conditions through additional local fundraising, as well as
creating considerable uncertainty in their budgeting for future expenditure ...’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for
knowingly misleading the House when she said in debate on changes to the Urban Growth
Boundary that public submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 were
available on the Government website when they are not, and never have been.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
provide any legal advice that submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 could
not be made available because of the Privacy Act (as claimed at a briefing on changes to the
Urban Growth Boundary) when the request for submissions specifically contemplated public
release and legislation and standard practice provides that all submissions to panels are made
public.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
funding cuts to school sporting bodies which will result in Victorian school children being —
(a) deprived of the opportunity to participate in sporting activities which have been identified as
the major response to childhood obesity; (b) unable to represent their State in interstate
competitions; and (c) disadvantaged at national competitions due to the lack of available
sporting carnivals.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Coburg West Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and further, that this House notes the comment of the
school council which states — (a) our school has incurred a premium cost to the school of
$10,000 which will have a considerable impact on the education provided to the children; as this
premium will be deducted from the staffing credit component in the school global budget the
direct result is there will be less teaching time available; (b) we agree that schools should be
prepared to accept responsibility for situations that they believe are within their sphere of
management, but in many cases WorkCover liabilities are way beyond our control; and (c) at our
school we take the responsibility of providing a safe workplace extremely seriously and have in
place a rigorous process of safety inspections including the provision of professional
development in voice care’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Brunswick for failing
the students of Coburg West Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of
a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Coburg West Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Traralgon South Primary School
by capriciously imposing a $2,900 WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship
to this small school community whose annual income through fundraising will be absorbed; and
(b) expresses its support for the School Council President of Traralgon South Primary School
Chris Madsen who commented ‘the school council believes that these changes unfairly impose a
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financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students at our school ... we also object to
the proposed capping thresholds and methods of calculation; for our school the ‘penalty’ cap is
set at $2,900, yet the ‘incentive’ cap is a mere $580°.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Morwell for failing the
students of Traralgon South Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$2,900 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Traralgon South Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Gilmore College for Girls, by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty; and (b) notes the comment of the school
that ‘one of the teachers fell over a piece of uneven pavement while on a school excursion; what
could we have done to prevent this ... we have recently been awarded the National Literacy
Award receiving $10,000 to strengthen our laudable work in this area; perhaps we should simply
redirect the cheque’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Footscray for failing the
students of Gilmore College for Girls by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of students and parents of
Gilmore College for Girls.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to release the Victorian Wind Atlas as promised and for
continuing to conceal its contents from stakeholders, particularly local councils and resident
groups, when that same Wind Atlas has been made available to the wind industry.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for ruling out
the requirement for an environment effects statement for the proposed Ballan windfarm against
the wishes of local residents and the local council.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for riding roughshod over
local communities and for mistreating correspondence strongly critical of the Government’s
decision on the Burnley Gardens development and, indeed, writing back thanking just such a
correspondent for his ‘support for the proposed development’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Greenvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship to this
school whose annual income through fundraising, along with all of its direct educational benefits
to the students, will be absorbed by this impost; and (b) expresses its support for the School
Council President of Greenvale Primary School, Mr Glen Moore, who has said ‘... this will just
put more pressure on the school’s ability to deliver its programs which basically means the kids
will miss out for what I believe to be a penny pinching exercise by the State Government ... the
Government seems to have little idea of the nature of the work teachers, principals, assistant
principals etcetera have in today’s environment ... .

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Yuroke, the Member
for Melbourne North Province; the Minister for Local Government, and Housing, and the
Minister for Small Business, and Information and Communication Technology, for failing the
students of Greenvale Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
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WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Greenvale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management who will have to work hard to preserve the slender $9 margin keeping them
in credit and not deficit this year; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Jim Day, and
Principal Claire Wilson, who say ‘it is the Department’s ultimate responsibility to ensure a safe
workplace for their employees ... parents should not have to see their fundraising monies spent
on WorkCover premium liabilities’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Bellarine and the
Members for Geelong Province for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an unfair system of WorkCover penalties and
failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Drysdale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Cobden Technical School by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty, causing the school to review and likely
reduce its commitments to school sporting competitions; and (b) expresses its support for the
school view that ‘Cobden Technical School faces a charge against our school global budget for a
WorkCover premium of $10,000; this is in spite of the fact that one “injury” that has caused an
increase in our premium was not one we could have planned for nor guarded against ... Council
has concluded that we might well be advised to reduce the level of sporting competition in the
school for it was at a school athletics event that the injury referred to above occurred ... was it
intended when this policy was drafted to have this impact on schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
capriciously imposing an $8,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a deficit at the school, an
amount equal to the school’s annual fundraising budget, that will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities and result in the slashing of school programs, severely disadvantaging
students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Phil Cavill, and Vice
President Lindsey Harris, who say ‘that schools are now made to pay a portion of WorkCover
claims is an insinuation that school principals are not properly managing the making of such
claims by staff ... WorkCover is a systemic problem and not the responsibility of individual
schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Hastings and the
Member for Western Port Province for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Langwarrin Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a reduction in funding
to the tune of $7,000 this year alone, which would otherwise have benefited the children and
their schooling; and (b) expresses its support for the School Council President Lynda Green,
who has said ‘this decision affects all the members of the school community, in particular our
children ... .
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Kilsyth and the Labor
Member for Silvan Province, for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties, shifting costs
onto schools and for failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Tinternvale
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of St Albans Heights Primary
School by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a deficit of
$6,670 at the school that will directly impact on the school’s educational priorities; and (b)
agrees with the School Council President Julie Van Staeden, and its Principal George
Kalandadse, that this Government should make ‘an honest attempt at consultation with a view to
investigating how schools and the Department can work together to identify and best manage
injury prevention position on schools’; and ‘... if the Government is so keen to lower
WorkCover costs and provide a healthy and safe workplace for their staff, then we believe that
they should review the Physical Resources Management System (PRMS) program and
recommence the payment of maintenance money so that schools can return to the PRMS audited
items and have them repaired ... .

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of North Geelong Secondary
College by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause financial
difficulties for the school that ultimately penalise students; and (b) agrees with the School
Council President Gail Lowe who said ‘to help reduce WorkCover claims, school councils and
principals require adequate resources, professional development and professional support, not
financial “incentives” which ultimately jeopardise school programs; students in the Victorian
public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Victorian Department of
Education, or the funding policies of the Government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Members for Geelong Province for
failing the students of North Geelong Secondary College by acquiescing to the Government’s
imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to stand up for the rights of the
students and parents of North Geelong Secondary College.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management as well as the wider network of which it forms a part, that will result in the
slashing of school programs severely disadvantaging students; and (b) agrees with the School
Council Secretary, Peter Mclver, who says ‘the School Council believes that these changes
unfairly impose a financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students ... students in
the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Department of
Education or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Williamstown and the
Members for Melbourne West Province for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
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acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Spotswood Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the failure of the Government to address the need for high
priority maintenance of the Survey Control Network, the fundamental cornerstone of Victoria’s
Land Property system, when that maintenance is estimated to require up to $70 million and is
recommended and supported by the Auditor-General, the Surveyor General, RMIT, and the
surveying industry in general, and condemns the Minister for Planning and Land Victoria for
rejecting the recommendations in this regard by a review panel established by the previous
Minister.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the Surveyor General’s comments that administrative
arrangements undertaken by the Government and the previous Minister which transfer
responsibility for the Survey Control Network and the calibration of surveying equipment to
Land Victoria’s Land Information Group and the transfer of the supervision of the Central Plan
Office to the Land Registry, ‘continue to not align with legislation’ and condemns the Minister
for Planning for not acting to overturn these arrangements when, as the Surveyor General

I
spoke to Mr Wakefield this afternoon; um it’s um, I can imagine a very frustrating and
surprising process for him, particularly for people who have lived on the land for a long period
of time, where the property has been in the family for many generations; um, when I say
understand, perhaps I cannot understand because it has not happened to me, but I think it was
very important that ministers who are responsible ultimately for making these decisions do ring
people directly, speak with them, hear their views and explain as clearly as possible the way the
process will work from here’ ... and calls on the Minister to explain, in his own words ‘as
clearly as possible’ whether he does or does not understand the anguish he has foisted on these
affected communities.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
capriciously imposing $8,000 WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for this small rural
school and its management and which may lead to instances of systemic discrimination against
teachers who have been injured in a work place, and place unacceptable pressure on principals to
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influence staff WorkCover claims and processes to an extent that is unfair and unreasonable; and
(b) agrees with the words of School Council President, Andrew Joliffe, who says ‘occupational
health and safety is clearly a responsibility of the employer, that is the Department of Education
and Training’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East and the
Members for Ballarat Province for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Newlyn Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
prevent the loss of open space in Metropolitan Melbourne by encouraging open space trading
across the Urban Growth Boundary including the transfer of long established community golf
courses.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to enforce Environment Protection Authority buffer zones
in the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme by giving planning approval, despite the wishes of
local residents and the Council, to a school, namely Mt Hira College, within that buffer zone
around areas of hazardous waste collection, thereby establishing a precedent now being
exploited by other applicants including for a church at 198 Perry Road, Keysborough, now
supported by Council officers, with the extraordinary comment in an officer’s report that ‘it has
now become common knowledge ... that places of worship are not considered to be among land
uses that are discouraged in the buffers precinct, as they do not entail large gatherings of people
over long periods of time’.

detection of breaches would probably require several years of monitoring; and (b) condemns the
Minister for Planning and the Minister for Environment for not ensuring that strict standards of
noise control for windfarms are both provided and enforced.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education and
Training and the Bracks Government for compulsorily closing Pimpinio Primary School,
Harrow Primary School and the Basin Primary School over the last four years, all in the one
electorate of Lowan.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
closure of the Hampton Rehabilitation Hospital and community funded hydrotherapy pool
funded by community donations.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
incorporation of the WorkCover premiums into the school budgets of Sandringham electorate
schools which, in the case of Beaumaris North Primary School, will reduce funds available to be
spent on students by approximately $10,000, when in turn this shortfall can only be made up by
increasing voluntary contributions or through increased fund raising by parents.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Avenel Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause this small, under
funded rural school to go into ever deeper deficit as a result of ongoing liabilities stemming from
a workplace injury sustained three years ago, which will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities and result in school programs being slashed, severely disadvantaging
students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Clyde Joachim who
says ‘Students in the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of
the Victorian Department of Education, or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Labor Member for Central
Highlands Province for failing the students of Avenel Primary School by acquiescing to the
Government’s imposition of an unaffordable WorkCover penalty and for failing to stand up for
the rights of the students and parents of Avenel Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Kyabram Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which creates uncertainty and anxiety
for the school and its management and detracts from students’ educational opportunities, by
requiring schools to build up and set aside thousands of dollars in budget ‘just in case’ of
workplace injury, directly impacting on the school’s educational priorities and severely
disadvantaging students; and (b) agrees with the School Council President lan Hamono who
says ‘Students in the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of
the Victorian Department of Education, or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government and the
Minister for Education Services for the ‘school loos’ initiative and particularly for funding the
upgrade to the school toilets at Surrey Hills Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
respond to the repeated calls of the Wheelers Hill Action Group for the Minister to intervene and
stop the inappropriate proposal for a nine storey high rise residential tower to be known as ‘The

Peak’ in Wheelers Hill which is being pursued in the name of her flawed planning strategy
Melbourne 2030.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House condemns the uncaring Howard Government
for its withdrawal of funding for public dental services and its failure to commit to funding
public dental health services during the recent election campaign, and calls on the Howard
Government to match the recent $58 million additional commitment by the Bracks Government.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Member for Prahran for failing to address the concerns of the Toorak Village Residents
Association and in particular for nominating Toorak Village as a Major Activity Centre against
the wishes of the Council and the Residents Association.

MS MUNT — To move, That this House condemns the blatant misinformation given to the
Australian people by the Federal Liberal Government about interest rates; interest rates are set
by the Reserve Bank; interest rates are dependent on the world economy, over which our
governments have little control; interest rates are dependent on our foreign debt, which has
doubled under the Federal Liberal Government; and our economy has boomed under the
framework set by our previous Labor Federal Government with the deregulation of our financial
markets; once again the Hon J Howard, MP has used fear to win an election, this time the fear of
families to keep their house — how shameful can he get.

MS DUNCAN — To move, That this House condemns the Opposition for their lack of
understanding of the funding agreements that the Bracks Government has in place to contribute
to public libraries and for their insulting policy of funding public libraries at $5 per head in the
first year of a Liberal Government when in some cases library services in rural and regional
Victoria already receive well above that.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) notes on 13 October 2004, 500 physical
education and health professionals together with leaders of sports associations met at the state
hockey centre to protest the downgrading of physical education in Victorian state schools;
(b) congratulates them on their moving testimony on the likely effects of this change on
children; (c) therefore resolves that the Government should instate physical education as a
‘discipline’ along with maths, science, language, arts and humanities; and (d) further notes that
literacy, numeracy, language, the arts and humanities cannot be enjoyed without good health.

MR LANGDON — To move, That this House condemns the Hon B Forwood, MLC, Member
for Templestowe Province, for basing his opposition to the relocation of the Banyule

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the low life miserable scum who
disrupted a packed wind farm protest meeting of the Waubra and District Landscape Guardians
at the Waubra Mechanics Hall on 13 October 2004 with a malicious bomb scare that caused a
lengthy and frightening police evacuation and condemns again the Minister for Planning for her
disastrous wind farm guidelines that have fuelled this sort of divisive and destructive behaviour
now fracturing communities across Victoria.

MR HUDSON — To move, That this House condemns the Howard Government for failing to
maintain bulk billing rates in the electorate of Bentleigh; recently the Member for Bentleigh
conducted a follow up survey of local doctors which showed that doctors’ fees rose by 104 per
cent and gap fees by 24 per cent in just over a year; a small number of clinics were not bulk
billing and only one clinic bulk billed all patients; this demonstrates Medicare Plus is simply
window dressing and is not encouraging more doctors to bulk bill; the Howard Government is
not interested in saving Medicare; all they are interested in introducing a user pays healthcare
system similar to the United States of America where you have to have private health insurance
even for a basic consultation.

MR DELAHUNTY (Lowan) — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for his refusal
to fully commit his Government to paying its fair share of funding for the Wimmera Mallee
Pipeline; water is a state responsibility and it is unfortunate that the Premier is still playing
politics with this vitally important project which will provide security of supply of water for
country towns, reliable and quality water for farmers and environmental flows for rivers in
Western Victoria; the hard fact is that this icon project is at risk and will not be affordable unless
this city-centric Government contributes Victoria’s one-third share to match the Federal
Coalition Government.

MR WILSON — To move, That this House congratulates the State Government for the
completion of the Casey Public Hospital in Berwick; this follows years of frustration as the
previous Liberal Government’s failure to proceed with the hospital as they had promised, even
as a fully privatised public hospital and further that this House recognises that this Government
stands up for the health needs of the south eastern suburbs; the government listened to the
community and then acted.
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MR DIXON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Health for her lack of
action on a report that noted Rosebud was one of the six worst areas for ambulance response
times in Victoria; this was illustrated by the fact that an ambulance had to be dispatched from
Rowville to Rosebud on 2 October 2004, which subsequently was too late to save the life of a
Rosebud man who died of a cardiac arrest.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government and the
Camberwell South community of students, teachers, parents and families on the completion of
Stage 1 of the refurbishment of the Camberwell South Primary School.

MR COOPER — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for failing to honour the
promise he made prior to the 1999 election to improve the effectiveness of Parliament, and calls
on the Premier to require his ministers to attend the adjournment debate on each sitting day of
the House, and to provide proper responses to all members who raise issues during that debate.

MS McTAGGART — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on
taking another step towards achieving its target of 40 per cent membership of women on
government boards and committees by offering a series of workshops to be held across the Sate
to better equip women who are interested in taking on a leadership role in their community by
applying for a position on a local board or committee; women have much to bring to the tables
of our board rooms and committee meetings and despite the ground that has been gained over
the past five years, women are still under-represented in this specific area of public life.

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MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
provide sufficient funding for councils to undertake required structure planning for their Activity
Centres which is now estimated to cost up to $70 million to complete.

MS CAMPBELL — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on amending the
Victorian Planning Provisions and all of the State’s planning schemes to introduce the
requirement that most new commercial, retail and multi-storey residential buildings provide
bicycle parking as well as showers and change rooms for cyclists; for the first time, these
groundbreaking provisions put cycle transport on an equal footing with cars and fulfils one of
the initiates of Melbourne 2030, which is to provide better facilities for cyclists.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Labor Government be condemned for leaving a
desperately sick child in sub standard accommodation for 18 months, despite pleas from his
doctors that the Office of Housing house is contributing to his retarded growth, and for delaying
necessary heart surgery.

MR MULDER — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ripon and Labor Party
hack Mr Frank Titan for their political stunt; the Member for Ripon’s mate Mr Titan collected
part of a petition opposing the toxic waste dump at Linton and refused the Victorian Farmers
Federation’s request to have the petition presented to those members of Parliament opposed to
the dump, instead a meeting with the Member for Ripon was set up behind protestors on the
steps of Parliament where a photo opportunity was planned showing the Member for Ripon
receiving the petition opposing the toxic waste dump whilst at the same time he was pushing the
Government’s line for a toxic waste dump at Linton.

MS BEATTIE — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on its
decision to provide the Melbourne International Arts Festival with a firm financial footing; the
Government’s decision to provide base level funding of $5.5 million, indexed for the next
four years, has already reaped benefits with the Festival able to leverage additional funding from
foreign governments and major sponsors; the 2004 Festival now is a testimony to the
Government’s commitment to make Melbourne the cultural capital of Australia.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its
environmental vandalism through its neglect and inadequate commitment to recurrent beach
renourishment funding; the current solution for the stabilisation of the cliffs on the Sandringham
beach north of Red Bluff near Masefield Avenue does not include any funding component for
the replenishment of sand on the beach which might further protect the cliff face; this will
contribute to the partial destruction of one of the best beaches in Melbourne.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on its
strong support for the arts in regional Victoria; In contrast with the Melbourne-centic policies of
the previous Government, the Bracks Government has provided the highest ever levels of
financial support to regional Victoria, including more than $20 million in capital works grants
from the successful Regional Arts Infrastructure program; since coming to office this
Government has also provided $7.3 million under the Touring Victoria program to bring the best
of the arts to audiences outside Melbourne and almost $13 million in direct grants to support
artists, arts companies, public galleries and performing arts centres in regional Victoria; this
totals over $40 million for the arts in our regional areas, $15 million more than the entire seven
years of the previous Government.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the Premier to respond to the separate
and explicit determinations of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal (VCAT) and in
each case headed by the President of VCAT, Supreme Court Justice Stuart Morris, which has
now found on three separate occasions that the Minister for Planning had acted unlawfully, on
one other occasion had acted inappropriately and that on another occasion her failure to act other
than by media release warranted explicit criticism, and specifically requires the Minister for
Planning to resign or be dumped.

MS ECKSTEIN — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Transport for
agreeing to provide a left turning arrow at the intersection of Wellington Road and Taylors Land
in Rowville as part of the Government’s $9.3 million duplication of Wellington Road and
between Taylors Lane and Napoleon Road, noting that this will significantly improve safety for
left turning traffic as well as the volunteer fire fighters at the Rowville Country Fire Authority
(CFA).

Council for being courageous enough in its annual report tabled in Parliament on 3 November

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for
increasing average executive salaries in the Department of Sustainability and Environment by
45 per cent from $92,300 in 2002-03 to $133,770 in 2003—04 and that in 2002—03 seven
executives received between $140,000 to $180,000 per annum but by 2003—04 this had more
than doubled to 15 and that this House notes that Labor promised before the 1999 state election
that it would get rid of fat cat salaries and put money into service delivery which is clearly not
the case with our current record low funding of Victoria’s parks management.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for her
recently released native vegetation Net Gain guidelines, the clumsiness and complexity of which
have already prompted the President of the Urban Development Institute of Australia to say in
the Institute’s Spring 2004 newsletter, “the guidelines are as clear as mud and as relevant to
commercial and planning reality as a steak appreciation course at a vegetarian convention”.

MR HUDSON — To move, That this House condemns the State Opposition for their promise
that, if elected, they would renege on the Government’s contract with ConnectEast and fund the

Government would guarantee the highest standards of ministerial conduct and accountability.
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MR SAVAGE — To move, That this House condemns the Member for North Western
Province, the Hon Barry Bishop MLC, for his carping untruths on the proposed return of the
Mildura passenger train and for his capitulation on the removal of the passenger train in 1994,
being yet another example of The Nationals sell-out while in government for seven years.

MR HARDMAN — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Education
Services for recognising the needs of schools across Victoria by providing significant
maintenance grants to schools, including some in the Seymour electorate like Yea High School,
Alexandra Primary School, Kinglake Primary School and Tallarook Primary School.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House condemns the Government on its move to seek
funding from the Federal Government for the F1 and Motorcycle Grands Prix when both events
have always been a state responsibility.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the Minister for Planning to heed the
resolution of a packed public meeting on 28 October 2004 organised by the Macedon Ranges
Residents Association, and chaired by the former Labor candidate for the Federal seat of
McEwen, which openly declared a lack of confidence in the Minister and the Department of
Sustainability and Environment, and resign.

MR MERLINO — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Planning on
introducing interim vegetation controls via her amendment of the City of Knox’s Planning

MR SAVAGE — To move, That this House condemns The Nationals for continuing to peddle
untruths and lies on the proposed return of the Mildura passenger service, which is consistent
with their historical dishonesty when they offered the Member for Mildura the role of Speaker in
return for the minority support for government in 1999.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House commends the Minister for Planning on her
recent announcement of a priority development zone for Government-owned land around the
Footscray railway station transit city site, and the commitment, announced during the
community cabinet visit to the city, to work in partnership with the City of Maribyrnong to
facilitate development and investment in the precinct.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House reminds the Government that all other states of
Australia would happily take on the F1 and Motorcycle Grands Prix without begging for funding
from the Australian Government.

MR INGRAM — To move, That this House calls on The Nationals now they have the so-called
balance of power in the Senate to stand up for rural telecommunication users and oppose the full
sale of Telstra and stop the weasel words on protecting future infrastructure needs.
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MR JENKINS — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on overseeing
Victorian building activity in rural Victoria, which say a record level of building activity
reaching $1 billion for the September 2004 quarter, up 20 per cent on the same time last year;
clearly, there is confidence in Victoria’s building industry, indicated by the many building
projects underway for many communities across the entire state; while major projects were
strong in metropolitan Melbourne, two of the top 10 projects were in rural Victoria, for
construction of a distribution centre in Barnawartha North valued at $62 million, and work on a
court building and police station at Morwell worth $25 million.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House suggests to the Government that instead of seeking
funding from the Federal Government for the F1 and Motorcycle Grands Prix they could reduce
their costs by not giving away as many tickets to their Labor mates and reduce the number of
freshly shucked oysters.

MR SAVAGE — To move, That this House recognises the fact that The Nationals have
neglected rural Australia in continuing to support the full sale of Telstra when they have held the
balance of power in the House of Representatives, where government is formed, for the past two
federal parliamentary terms.

MR COOPER — To move, That this House — (a) notes the insistence of the Premier on the
morning of 8 February 2005 on the Neil Mitchell program on 3AW, that his government had not
cut disability and impairment funding to special schools, and his further insistence to the three
callers who questioned him about this issue, that the government had actually increased funding
to special schools; (b) notes that a few hours later on the afternoon of the same day, the Premier
instructed the Minister for Education Services to make an additional $14 million available to
special schools to reverse some of the funding cuts, which the Premier had earlier that same day
insisted had not occurred; and (c) calls on the Premier to admit that he misled those callers to
3AW, acknowledge that it only took three angry phone calls for him to do a back flip on some of
the funding cuts his government imposed on children with a disability, and demands that the
Premier now reverse the remainder of those funding cuts which still apply to children with
language disorders.

MR LOCKWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Opposition for having no
constructive policies for the people of Victoria.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
respond to the City of Boroondara in regard to the City’s request to establish an advisory
committee for local variations to ResCode prompting the Council at its meeting on 15 November
2004 to resolve to write to the Minister to express the following — (a) Council’s extreme
disappointment that the then Minister for Planning’s undertaking to ‘fast track’ Council’s
applications have not been honoured in any tangible way, almost three years after the
submission; (b) Council’s extreme disappointment with the lack of responsiveness or concern
form the Department of Sustainability and Environment, in not providing Council with timely
feedback on the status of the Minister for Planning’s decision to appoint an Advisory
Committee, particularly as Council’s request was made on 22 January 2002; (c) Council’s
extreme frustration at the lack of responsiveness from the Department of Sustainability and
Environment in not providing feedback on the terms of reference formulated by Council for the
Advisory Committee, the final draft of which were sent to the Department on 23 March 2004;

MR COOPER — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for
continuously attempting to rewrite history by stating that electricity gaming machines were
introduced into Victoria by the Kennett Government, and the House notes that — (a) electronic
gaming machines were introduced into Victoria by the Kirner Labor Government in 1991; (b) on
28 May 1991 the then Minister for Gaming, the Hon David White, announced in Parliament that
the Government intended to permit between 30,000 and 40,000 electronic gaming machines to
operate in Victoria; (¢) that Mr White repeated that statement in Parliament on 4 June 1991; and

buildings.

DR NAPTHINE — To move, That this House urges the Bracks Labor Government to fund in
the 2005/2006 State Budget the replacement of outmoded and inappropriate ward facilities at the
South West Healthcare (Warrnambool Base Hospital), which have been largely unchanged since
the 1930s and 1950s, to meet current needs of patients, nurses, doctors and other hospital staff.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for
exhibiting far more interest in overseas trips, photographic self-promotion and fancy new pin-
striped suits than in the families affected by the Government’s decision to foist a toxic waste
dump on farming communities.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for his
cavalier and supercilious attitude to Victorians as evidenced by his expenditure of over $100,000
on advertisements featuring his own photo, his extensive overseas travel and his regal-like
insistence that families affected by the Government’s proposed toxic waste dump at Tiega drive
1% hours to Mildura to see him, rather than the Minister visiting the families themselves and
expresses support for Renee Morrish’s statement that ‘he [the Minister] did not have the guts to
come to us — my parents had to go to him in Mildura’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for —
(a) doing nothing to prevent the recent but repeated refusal of applications for in-ground
swimming pools by VCAT, and the Cities of Glen Eira and Boroondara in particular, on the
grounds that excavations for such pools would constitute ‘quarrying’ and hence be in conflict
with old covenants preventing quarrying or mining in metropolitan Melbourne; and (b) forcing
residents with applications to expend tens of thousands of dollars pursuing legally difficult
applications for covenant removals despite in-ground pools existing in immediately adjacent
homes.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House congratulates the Australian Rugby Union for its
exemplary conduct of the 2003 World Cup, Martin Johnson and the English team for their
amazing last gasp victory, George Gregan and the Wallabies for their sensational efforts and all
other teams, fans and volunteers for their high-spirited, good-hearted support of the heavenly
game and this tournament in particular and urges the earliest possible inclusion of a Victorian
team in the Super 12 competition, pending a return bout in 2007.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Osborne Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and its
management and further, that this House expresses its support for the School Council President
of Osborne Primary School Mr Ric Bugg, who has said ‘were the school to move to a significant
WorkCover disincentive in the future, (potentially through no fault of our own), up to $10,000
would not be available for the education of our children; we find this totally unacceptable’.
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Western Port for failing
the students of Osborne Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Osborne
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Highvale Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and
its management insofar as they acknowledge that under this system ‘anticipated savings can
quickly turn into an actual loss as a result of a serious but unpreventable accident’; and
(b) expresses its support for the College Council President, Mr Daryl Lynch, who says ‘the
Highvale Secondary College Council wishes to express in the strongest terms its opposition to
the imposition of the partial transfer of responsibility for WorkCover to schools in 2004 and asks
that this decision be reversed ...; the threat of this WorkCover disincentive arrangement will
compromise schools keen to improve conditions through additional local fundraising, as well as
creating considerable uncertainty in their budgeting for future expenditure ...’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for
knowingly misleading the House when she said in debate on changes to the Urban Growth
Boundary that public submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 were
available on the Government website when they are not, and never have been.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
provide any legal advice that submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 could
not be made available because of the Privacy Act (as claimed at a briefing on changes to the
Urban Growth Boundary) when the request for submissions specifically contemplated public
release and legislation and standard practice provides that all submissions to panels are made
public.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
funding cuts to school sporting bodies which will result in Victorian school children being —
(a) deprived of the opportunity to participate in sporting activities which have been identified as
the major response to childhood obesity; (b) unable to represent their State in interstate
competitions; and (c) disadvantaged at national competitions due to the lack of available
sporting carnivals.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Coburg West Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and further, that this House notes the comment of the
school council which states — (a) our school has incurred a premium cost to the school of
$10,000 which will have a considerable impact on the education provided to the children; as this
premium will be deducted from the staffing credit component in the school global budget the
direct result is there will be less teaching time available; (b) we agree that schools should be
prepared to accept responsibility for situations that they believe are within their sphere of
management, but in many cases WorkCover liabilities are way beyond our control; and (c) at our
school we take the responsibility of providing a safe workplace extremely seriously and have in
place a rigorous process of safety inspections including the provision of professional
development in voice care’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Brunswick for failing
the students of Coburg West Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of
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a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Coburg West Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Traralgon South Primary School
by capriciously imposing a $2,900 WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship
to this small school community whose annual income through fundraising will be absorbed; and
(b) expresses its support for the School Council President of Traralgon South Primary School
Chris Madsen who commented ‘the school council believes that these changes unfairly impose a
financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students at our school ... we also object to
the proposed capping thresholds and methods of calculation; for our school the ‘penalty’ cap is
set at $2,900, yet the ‘incentive’ cap is a mere $580°.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Morwell for failing the
students of Traralgon South Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$2,900 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Traralgon South Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Gilmore College for Girls, by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty; and (b) notes the comment of the school
that ‘one of the teachers fell over a piece of uneven pavement while on a school excursion; what
could we have done to prevent this ... we have recently been awarded the National Literacy
Award receiving $10,000 to strengthen our laudable work in this area; perhaps we should simply
redirect the cheque’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Footscray for failing the
students of Gilmore College for Girls by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of students and parents of
Gilmore College for Girls.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to release the Victorian Wind Atlas as promised and for
continuing to conceal its contents from stakeholders, particularly local councils and resident
groups, when that same Wind Atlas has been made available to the wind industry.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for ruling out
the requirement for an environment effects statement for the proposed Ballan windfarm against
the wishes of local residents and the local council.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for riding roughshod over
local communities and for mistreating correspondence strongly critical of the Government’s
decision on the Burnley Gardens development and, indeed, writing back thanking just such a
correspondent for his ‘support for the proposed development’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Greenvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship to this
school whose annual income through fundraising, along with all of its direct educational benefits
to the students, will be absorbed by this impost; and (b) expresses its support for the School
Council President of Greenvale Primary School, Mr Glen Moore, who has said °... this will just
put more pressure on the school’s ability to deliver its programs which basically means the kids
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will miss out for what I believe to be a penny pinching exercise by the State Government ... the
Government seems to have little idea of the nature of the work teachers, principals, assistant
principals etcetera have in today’s environment ...’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Yuroke, the Member
for Melbourne North Province; the Minister for Local Government, and Housing, and the
Minister for Small Business, and Information and Communication Technology, for failing the
students of Greenvale Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Greenvale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management who will have to work hard to preserve the slender $9 margin keeping them
in credit and not deficit this year; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Jim Day, and
Principal Claire Wilson, who say ‘it is the Department’s ultimate responsibility to ensure a safe
workplace for their employees ... parents should not have to see their fundraising monies spent
on WorkCover premium liabilities’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Bellarine and the
Members for Geelong Province for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an unfair system of WorkCover penalties and
failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Drysdale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Cobden Technical School by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty, causing the school to review and likely
reduce its commitments to school sporting competitions; and (b) expresses its support for the
school view that ‘Cobden Technical School faces a charge against our school global budget for a
WorkCover premium of $10,000; this is in spite of the fact that one “injury” that has caused an
increase in our premium was not one we could have planned for nor guarded against ... Council
has concluded that we might well be advised to reduce the level of sporting competition in the
school for it was at a school athletics event that the injury referred to above occurred ... was it
intended when this policy was drafted to have this impact on schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
capriciously imposing an $8,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a deficit at the school, an
amount equal to the school’s annual fundraising budget, that will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities and result in the slashing of school programs, severely disadvantaging
students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Phil Cavill, and Vice
President Lindsey Harris, who say ‘that schools are now made to pay a portion of WorkCover
claims is an insinuation that school principals are not properly managing the making of such
claims by staff ... WorkCover is a systemic problem and not the responsibility of individual
schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Hastings and the
Member for Western Port Province for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Langwarrin Primary School.
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a reduction in funding
to the tune of $7,000 this year alone, which would otherwise have benefited the children and
their schooling; and (b) expresses its support for the School Council President Lynda Green,
who has said ‘this decision affects all the members of the school community, in particular our
children ... .

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Kilsyth and the Labor
Member for Silvan Province, for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties, shifting costs
onto schools and for failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Tinternvale
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of St Albans Heights Primary
School by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a deficit of
$6,670 at the school that will directly impact on the school’s educational priorities; and (b)
agrees with the School Council President Julie Van Staeden, and its Principal George
Kalandadse, that this Government should make ‘an honest attempt at consultation with a view to
investigating how schools and the Department can work together to identify and best manage
injury prevention position on schools’; and ‘... if the Government is so keen to lower
WorkCover costs and provide a healthy and safe workplace for their staff, then we believe that
they should review the Physical Resources Management System (PRMS) program and
recommence the payment of maintenance money so that schools can return to the PRMS audited
items and have them repaired ...’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Derrimut and the
Members for Doutta Galla Province for failing the students of St Albans Heights Primary School
by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a $6,670 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of St Albans Heights Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of North Geelong Secondary
College by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause financial
difficulties for the school that ultimately penalise students; and (b) agrees with the School
Council President Gail Lowe who said ‘to help reduce WorkCover claims, school councils and
principals require adequate resources, professional development and professional support, not
financial “incentives” which ultimately jeopardise school programs; students in the Victorian
public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Victorian Department of
Education, or the funding policies of the Government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Members for Geelong Province for
failing the students of North Geelong Secondary College by acquiescing to the Government’s
imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to stand up for the rights of the
students and parents of North Geelong Secondary College.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management as well as the wider network of which it forms a part, that will result in the
slashing of school programs severely disadvantaging students; and (b) agrees with the School
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Council Secretary, Peter Mclver, who says ‘the School Council believes that these changes
unfairly impose a financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students ... students in
the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Department of
Education or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Williamstown and the
Members for Melbourne West Province for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Spotswood Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the failure of the Government to address the need for high
priority maintenance of the Survey Control Network, the fundamental cornerstone of Victoria’s
Land Property system, when that maintenance is estimated to require up to $70 million and is
recommended and supported by the Auditor-General, the Surveyor General, RMIT, and the
surveying industry in general, and condemns the Minister for Planning and Land Victoria for
rejecting the recommendations in this regard by a review panel established by the previous
Minister.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the Surveyor General’s comments that administrative
arrangements undertaken by the Government and the previous Minister which transfer
responsibility for the Survey Control Network and the calibration of surveying equipment to
Land Victoria’s Land Information Group and the transfer of the supervision of the Central Plan
Office to the Land Registry, ‘continue to not align with legislation’ and condemns the Minister
for Planning for not acting to overturn these arrangements when, as the Surveyor General
reports, ‘these arrangements have been reported by the Surveyor General to the Department for
four successive years and the anomalies have also been reported to the Parliament by the
Auditor-General’, and further when he reports that ‘there have been no actions undertaken to
ensure alignment with legislation’.

MR CLARK — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education Services
and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Box Hill High School by capriciously
imposing an $10,000 WorkCover penalty, an amount that will absorb completely the school’s
annual budget from its major fundraising evening and which will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities, disadvantaging students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School
Council Principal Rob Jenkin who says ‘it is particularly demoralising for members of the
school community to work hard to raise funds for their school, only to find them removed at the
whim of the Department ... the whole scheme is a cynical claw back of funds from school
budgets’.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing and
Export for his insensitivity in foisting a toxic waste dump on rural Victorians and notes his
interview on Horsham radio on 12 November 2003 where he said ‘but I can understand ... I
spoke to Mr Wakefield this afternoon; um it’s um, I can imagine a very frustrating and
surprising process for him, particularly for people who have lived on the land for a long period
of time, where the property has been in the family for many generations; um, when I say
understand, perhaps I cannot understand because it has not happened to me, but I think it was
very important that ministers who are responsible ultimately for making these decisions do ring
people directly, speak with them, hear their views and explain as clearly as possible the way the
process will work from here’ ... and calls on the Minister to explain, in his own words ‘as
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clearly as possible’ whether he does or does not understand the anguish he has foisted on these
affected communities.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
capriciously imposing $8,000 WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for this small rural
school and its management and which may lead to instances of systemic discrimination against
teachers who have been injured in a work place, and place unacceptable pressure on principals to
influence staff WorkCover claims and processes to an extent that is unfair and unreasonable; and
(b) agrees with the words of School Council President, Andrew Joliffe, who says ‘occupational
health and safety is clearly a responsibility of the employer, that is the Department of Education
and Training’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East and the
Members for Ballarat Province for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Newlyn Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
prevent the loss of open space in Metropolitan Melbourne by encouraging open space trading
across the Urban Growth Boundary including the transfer of long established community golf
courses.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to enforce Environment Protection Authority buffer zones
in the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme by giving planning approval, despite the wishes of
local residents and the Council, to a school, namely Mt Hira College, within that buffer zone
around areas of hazardous waste collection, thereby establishing a precedent now being
exploited by other applicants including for a church at 198 Perry Road, Keysborough, now
supported by Council officers, with the extraordinary comment in an officer’s report that ‘it has
now become common knowledge ... that places of worship are not considered to be among land
uses that are discouraged in the buffers precinct, as they do not entail large gatherings of people
over long periods of time’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House — (a) notes with grave concern the comments of
Environment Protection Authority head, Mr Mick Bourke, at a public hearing of the Outer
Suburban and Interface Services and Development Committee on Monday 24 November 2003,
when he said that Noise Control Guidelines for Windfarms were only guidelines and that
detection of breaches would probably require several years of monitoring; and (b) condemns the
Minister for Planning and the Minister for Environment for not ensuring that strict standards of
noise control for windfarms are both provided and enforced.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education and
Training and the Bracks Government for compulsorily closing Pimpinio Primary School,
Harrow Primary School and the Basin Primary School over the last four years, all in the one
electorate of Lowan.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
closure of the Hampton Rehabilitation Hospital and community funded hydrotherapy pool
funded by community donations.
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MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
incorporation of the WorkCover premiums into the school budgets of Sandringham electorate
schools which, in the case of Beaumaris North Primary School, will reduce funds available to be
spent on students by approximately $10,000, when in turn this shortfall can only be made up by
increasing voluntary contributions or through increased fund raising by parents.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Doncaster Secondary College by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty, the maximum under the Government’s system, that
will directly and negatively impact on the school’s educational priorities and planning, resulting
in programs being slashed and severely disadvantaging Doncaster students.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Avenel Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause this small, under
funded rural school to go into ever deeper deficit as a result of ongoing liabilities stemming from
a workplace injury sustained three years ago, which will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities and result in school programs being slashed, severely disadvantaging
students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Clyde Joachim who
says ‘Students in the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of
the Victorian Department of Education, or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Labor Member for Central
Highlands Province for failing the students of Avenel Primary School by acquiescing to the
Government’s imposition of an unaffordable WorkCover penalty and for failing to stand up for
the rights of the students and parents of Avenel Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Kyabram Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which creates uncertainty and anxiety
for the school and its management and detracts from students’ educational opportunities, by
requiring schools to build up and set aside thousands of dollars in budget ‘just in case’ of
workplace injury, directly impacting on the school’s educational priorities and severely
disadvantaging students; and (b) agrees with the School Council President lan Hamono who
says ‘Students in the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of
the Victorian Department of Education, or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the lack of environmental
leadership shown by the Minister for Environment in his Government’s approval of a toxic gas
plant adjacent to Corringle Creek which flows into the Snowy River.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Environment for
providing an insignificant $3.2 million to supposedly clean up the Gippsland Lakes while totally
ignoring the ongoing leaching of high levels of arsenic, zinc, mercury and cadmium from mine
tailings at Powers Creek into the Tambo River then into the same Gippsland Lakes.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House expresses its concern with the Bracks
Government’s growing obsession with approving toxic waste plants adjacent to or on top of
natural waterways, whether it be the contaminated soil recycling facility adjacent to the
Gippsland Lakes, two of the three proposed toxic waste sites in Pittong and Baddaginnie being
located on floodplains or near wetlands and the toxic gas plant approval adjacent to Corringle
Creek which flows into the Snowy River.
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MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and Member
for Northcote for failing to attend a packed public meeting at All Nations Park on 6 February
2004 protesting against proposals for high rise development in High Street Northcote.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a packed public meeting at Melbourne Town Hall on 15 February 2004 protesting against
misuse, sale and alienation of public lands and open space in Victoria.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a packed public meeting at Camberwell Town Hall on 17 February 2004 to protest
Government proposals for intensive development of Camberwell Junction and Camberwell
Station.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a packed public meeting at Diamond Creek on 25 February 2004 protesting against the
Minister’s changes to rural and semi-rural zones.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a Municipal Association of Victoria Forum in Melbourne on 26 February 2004 to discuss
the adverse impacts of windfarms and the failure of the Minister’s Guidelines for the
Development of Wind Energy facilities.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a packed public meeting at Rockbank on 27 February 2004 protesting against the
Minister’s changes to rural and semi-rural zones.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Government be condemned for its failure to
manage the juvenile justice system in a way that preserves the safety of Victorians while
guaranteeing the successful rehabilitation of juvenile offenders.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Government should immediately make public
the terms of reference, time-lines and cost of its latest inquiry, into the juvenile justice system, to
be undertaken by Mr Bob Falconer.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Labor Government be condemned for the
purely cosmetic nature of its backdown on the cuts to the Multi Purpose Taxi Program, given
these cuts will still exclude the frail elderly and those with many debilitating diseases from using
the scheme and apply the cap to approximately 50 per cent of current users, while the rorters
continue to go free.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for her
continuing failure to consult rural communities on proposed new rural zones or to provide a
consolidated document of proposals and calls on the Minister to do what was recommended by
the Weekly Times and ‘start again’ on rural zones.

6.12 per cent and 6.13 per cent to the Liberals and an 11.5 per cent two party preferred swing at
one of them compared to a Deakin electorate-wide swing of 3.68 per cent and that neither of
these booths are located in the so-called mortgage belt areas.

MS DUNCAN — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government for the
additional funding that has been provided to Victorian public libraries and notes that the
additional $3 million this year alone will provide much needed books and infrastructure for one
of our community’s most valued resources.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House notes the increased support for the Howard
Government’s plan for the future of Point Nepean as evidenced by the increased vote for Liberal
Mr Greg Hunt on the Southern Peninsula.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government for the
provision of over $1.4 million for a Community Health Centre at the Craig Family Centre in
Ashburton and for leadership in a hallmark collaborative project between the State Government
through the Department of Human Services, the City of Boroondara, the Inner East Community
Health Centre, the community based Craig Family Centre, and the Rotary Club that will deliver
to the local community bulk-billing medical services, integrated community health services,
dental services, community based activities, a centre of excellence for children’s services
including a new maternal and child health unit.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the Minister for Planning to counsel her
Chief of Staff who, at a meeting of 62 Resident Action Groups on the steps of Parliament on
5 October 2004, dutifully raised his hand to vote against a resolution asking the Premier to
intervene and stop the Mitcham high rise towers, then bravely raised his hand to vote against a
resolution calling on the Minister to withdraw Melbourne 2030 for a public review, but when
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confronted by a resolution calling on the Minister to resign, curiously kept his hand in his
pocket.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the Minister for Planning to acknowledge
the contribution her disastrous wind farm guidelines made to the loss of the Labor Federal seat
of McMillan in South Gippsland and to immediately withdraw those guidelines.

MR LANGDON — To move, That this House further condemns the Honourable B Forwood,
MLC for supporting a small vocal minority within the West Heidelberg community who actively
intimidated and threatened residents in favour of the Banyule Community Health Centre at
public forums.

MS BEATTIE — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Education Services
on the $50 million boost to school maintenance; the schools in the electorate of Yuroke received
a total of $634,507.15 of this money and are extremely excited about the extra funding.

MR DIXON — To move, That the Bracks Government and especially the Member for Hastings,
Member for Westernport Province and the Minister for the Environment take note of the
increased Liberal vote on the Mornington Peninsula by cooperating with the Howard
Government in accepting the 204 hectares of Point Nepean they have been offered and preparing
for the handover of the final area of heritage buildings as National Park in the next three to four
years, in other words, ‘get over it and get on with it’.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government and the
Minister for Education Services for the ‘school loos’ initiative and particularly for funding the
upgrade to the school toilets at Surrey Hills Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Member for Prahran for failing to address the concerns of the Toorak Village Residents
Association and in particular for nominating Toorak Village as a Major Activity Centre against
the wishes of the Council and the Residents Association.

MS MUNT — To move, That this House condemns the blatant misinformation given to the
Australian people by the Federal Liberal Government about interest rates; interest rates are set
by the Reserve Bank; interest rates are dependent on the world economy, over which our
governments have little control; interest rates are dependent on our foreign debt, which has
doubled under the Federal Liberal Government; and our economy has boomed under the
framework set by our previous Labor Federal Government with the deregulation of our financial
markets; once again the Hon J Howard, MP has used fear to win an election, this time the fear of
families to keep their house — how shameful can he get.

MS DUNCAN — To move, That this House condemns the Opposition for their lack of
understanding of the funding agreements that the Bracks Government has in place to contribute
to public libraries and for their insulting policy of funding public libraries at $5 per head in the
first year of a Liberal Government when in some cases library services in rural and regional
Victoria already receive well above that.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) notes on 13 October 2004, 500 physical
education and health professionals together with leaders of sports associations met at the state
hockey centre to protest the downgrading of physical education in Victorian state schools;
(b) congratulates them on their moving testimony on the likely effects of this change on
children; (c) therefore resolves that the Government should instate physical education as a
‘discipline’ along with maths, science, language, arts and humanities; and (d) further notes that
literacy, numeracy, language, the arts and humanities cannot be enjoyed without good health.

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conducted a follow up survey of local doctors which showed that doctors’ fees rose by 104 per
cent and gap fees by 24 per cent in just over a year; a small number of clinics were not bulk
billing and only one clinic bulk billed all patients; this demonstrates Medicare Plus is simply
window dressing and is not encouraging more doctors to bulk bill; the Howard Government is
not interested in saving Medicare; all they are interested in introducing a user pays healthcare
system similar to the United States of America where you have to have private health insurance
even for a basic consultation.

MR DELAHUNTY (Lowan) — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for his refusal
to fully commit his Government to paying its fair share of funding for the Wimmera Mallee
Pipeline; water is a state responsibility and it is unfortunate that the Premier is still playing
politics with this vitally important project which will provide security of supply of water for
country towns, reliable and quality water for farmers and environmental flows for rivers in
Western Victoria; the hard fact is that this icon project is at risk and will not be affordable unless
this city-centric Government contributes Victoria’s one-third share to match the Federal
Coalition Government.

MR WILSON — To move, That this House congratulates the State Government for the
completion of the Casey Public Hospital in Berwick; this follows years of frustration as the
previous Liberal Government’s failure to proceed with the hospital as they had promised, even
as a fully privatised public hospital and further that this House recognises that this Government
stands up for the health needs of the south eastern suburbs; the government listened to the
community and then acted.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Health for her lack of
action on a report that noted Rosebud was one of the six worst areas for ambulance response
times in Victoria; this was illustrated by the fact that an ambulance had to be dispatched from
Rowville to Rosebud on 2 October 2004, which subsequently was too late to save the life of a
Rosebud man who died of a cardiac arrest.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government and the
Camberwell South community of students, teachers, parents and families on the completion of
Stage 1 of the refurbishment of the Camberwell South Primary School.

MR COOPER — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for failing to honour the
promise he made prior to the 1999 election to improve the effectiveness of Parliament, and calls
on the Premier to require his ministers to attend the adjournment debate on each sitting day of
the House, and to provide proper responses to all members who raise issues during that debate.

MS McTAGGART — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on
taking another step towards achieving its target of 40 per cent membership of women on
government boards and committees by offering a series of workshops to be held across the Sate

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
provide sufficient funding for councils to undertake required structure planning for their Activity
Centres which is now estimated to cost up to $70 million to complete.

MS CAMPBELL — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on amending the
Victorian Planning Provisions and all of the State’s planning schemes to introduce the
requirement that most new commercial, retail and multi-storey residential buildings provide
bicycle parking as well as showers and change rooms for cyclists; for the first time, these
groundbreaking provisions put cycle transport on an equal footing with cars and fulfils one of
the initiates of Melbourne 2030, which is to provide better facilities for cyclists.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Labor Government be condemned for leaving a
desperately sick child in sub standard accommodation for 18 months, despite pleas from his
doctors that the Office of Housing house is contributing to his retarded growth, and for delaying
necessary heart surgery.

MR MULDER — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ripon and Labor Party
hack Mr Frank Titan for their political stunt; the Member for Ripon’s mate Mr Titan collected
part of a petition opposing the toxic waste dump at Linton and refused the Victorian Farmers
Federation’s request to have the petition presented to those members of Parliament opposed to
the dump, instead a meeting with the Member for Ripon was set up behind protestors on the
steps of Parliament where a photo opportunity was planned showing the Member for Ripon
receiving the petition opposing the toxic waste dump whilst at the same time he was pushing the
Government’s line for a toxic waste dump at Linton.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its
environmental vandalism through its neglect and inadequate commitment to recurrent beach
renourishment funding; the current solution for the stabilisation of the cliffs on the Sandringham
beach north of Red Bluff near Masefield Avenue does not include any funding component for
the replenishment of sand on the beach which might further protect the cliff face; this will
contribute to the partial destruction of one of the best beaches in Melbourne.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on its
strong support for the arts in regional Victoria; In contrast with the Melbourne-centic policies of
the previous Government, the Bracks Government has provided the highest ever levels of
financial support to regional Victoria, including more than $20 million in capital works grants
from the successful Regional Arts Infrastructure program; since coming to office this
Government has also provided $7.3 million under the Touring Victoria program to bring the best
of the arts to audiences outside Melbourne and almost $13 million in direct grants to support
artists, arts companies, public galleries and performing arts centres in regional Victoria; this
totals over $40 million for the arts in our regional areas, $15 million more than the entire seven
years of the previous Government.

than by media release warranted explicit criticism, and specifically requires the Minister for
Planning to resign or be dumped.

MS BUCHANAN — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on the 24 per
cent reduction in fees for the most common property transactions in Victoria as a result of the
introduction of electronic data storage in Land Victoria; this will mean that Victorians will now
pay $14 less for transactions such as lodgements of mortgage and discharges of mortgage, which
will come down from $59 to $45.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House congratulates the National Parks Advisory
Council for being courageous enough in its annual report tabled in Parliament on 3 November
2004 to state on page 5, ‘The Council is concerned that available resources for managing threats
to parks, in particular weeds and pest animals, are insufficient’.

MR HARKNESS — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on its launch of
the $40 million redevelopment of Frankston’s Peninsula Building into an apartment complex;

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for
increasing average executive salaries in the Department of Sustainability and Environment by

executives received between $140,000 to $180,000 per annum but by 2003—04 this had more
than doubled to 15 and that this House notes that Labor promised before the 1999 state election
that it would get rid of fat cat salaries and put money into service delivery which is clearly not
the case with our current record low funding of Victoria’s parks management.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for her
recently released native vegetation Net Gain guidelines, the clumsiness and complexity of which
have already prompted the President of the Urban Development Institute of Australia to say in
the Institute’s Spring 2004 newsletter, “the guidelines are as clear as mud and as relevant to
commercial and planning reality as a steak appreciation course at a vegetarian convention”.

MR HUDSON — To move, That this House condemns the State Opposition for their promise
that, if elected, they would renege on the Government’s contract with ConnectEast and fund the

MR CLARK — To move, That this House condemns the conduct of the Treasurer in falsely
claiming during question time on 4 November 2004 that the document he quoted to the House
showed that the Commonwealth Government would withhold funding from Victoria if Victoria
did not build toll roads, when in fact there is nothing in the document to support that claim and
the passages from the document the Treasurer quoted apply equally to a public-private
partnership of the type the State Government proposed for the Scoresby freeway before the
Government broke its promise not to impose tolls.

MR HARDMAN — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Planning for her
recognition of the importance of our state’s heritage by providing a heritage grant of $58,000 to
the Murrindindi Shire for the historic Alexandra Town Hall and a $80,000 heritage grant to the
HMVS Cerberus at Black Rock which is an important part of our state’s history.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its
failure to deliver a reliable train service on the Sandringham line noting that in the month of
September 2004 the highest number of cancellations occurred for metropolitan Melbourne
which in turn left Bayside commuters stranded on railway platforms at Sandringham, Hampton,
Brighton Beach, Middle Brighton, North Brighton, Gardenvale, Elsternwick, Ripponlea,
Balaclava, Windsor, Prahran, South Yarra, Richmond and Flinders Street.

MR PLOWMAN — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Health for not
providing the Wangaratta community access to dental waiting lists at the Wangaratta Public
Dental Health facility, and also for the removal of these waiting lists from the Dental Services of
Victoria website, and that the Minister for Health must reinstate the website in order that the
Wangaratta community are aware of waiting times for dentures to be provided and for dental
services to be accessed.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for using
stand-over tactics to require metropolitan councils to accept mandated targets for additional
household numbers as a part of so-called Regional Housing Working Groups despite the failure
of the Government to audit the need or provide for any corresponding infrastructure upgrades.

MR CLARK — To move, That this House condemns the conduct of the Minister for Health in
allowing information about public dental waiting lists and waiting times for Box Hill to be
removed from the Dental Health Services Victoria website, thus preventing dental patients and
other citizens from accessing this important information, and calls on the Minister for Health to
reinstate general dental and denture waiting lists and waiting times for Box Hill and for the rest
of Victoria on either the Department of Human Services website or the Dental Health Services
website.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Health for
preventing dental patients in the catchment area of the East Bentleigh public dental health
facility from accessing vital information regarding dental waiting lists and waiting times by
removing this information from the Dental Health Services Victoria website, this House calls on
the Minister for Health to reinstate the availability of this information on a website available to
the public.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
require appropriate monitoring of the performance of the Better Decisions Faster program
prompting the Planning Institute of Australia to conclude in a September 2004 report that ‘it is
not clear from this report however either the extent of the problem being addressed (volume,
spread, frequency) and therefore it is very difficult to establish the likely impact — beneficial or
otherwise of the proposals’ and ‘this itself is part of the problem with the Planning System — ad
hoc and partially informed adjustments’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
table or make available the annual report to June 2004 of the Surveyors Board as required.
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MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
attend a conference on wind farms on 3 December 2004 organised by the Australian Wind
Energy Association AusWEA to discuss future provision of wind farms in Victoria.

DR NAPTHINE — To move, That this House notes with regret the closure of the Caramut
Primary School and expresses disappointment that the Minister for Education and Training and
the regional office have encouraged the rapid closure of this school rather than consulting widely
with the Caramut and district community to examine all educational options for the area.

DR NAPTHINE — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services
and the Bracks Labor Government for failing to provide additional funding to state schools to
ensure these schools can maintain adequate cleaning and hygiene standards after school cleaners
move onto more expensive federal awards on 1 January 2005.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for withholding
vital maintenance funding from schools again this year, for cutting corners and for politicising
the upkeep of school grounds and buildings in Victoria at the cost of certainty, community safety
and the proper, efficient forward planning of the educational system, and for presiding over the
destruction of a skills and competencies base surrounding the development of the Physical
Resource Maintenance System in education, which must be restored.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its broken
promise to spend $50 million to fund the purchase of what were in its own words ‘urgently
needed’ new relocatable classrooms for Victoria’s schools and for instead paying for expensive
maintenance of seriously outdated portable classrooms which are constructed from asbestos and
should be retired.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House urges the Victorian Government to immediately
alter its windfarm guidelines to ban windfarms from sensitive environmental and coastal
locations.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House warmly congratulates all those associated with
the concept and production of the book You Are Not Alone by Sane Australia and, in particular,
congratulates Dan Halloran, an extraordinary 15-year-old Victorian whose personal experience
dealing with the mental illness of his mother Virginia, and the dedication of his father John,
inspired the book — a book which provides the chance for children with a parent or family
member with a mental illness to understand and cope just as Dan and his father coped with not
only Virginia’s mental illness but also her tragic death from cancer last year, following a long
problematic diagnosis and treatment regime, the truth of which still awaits resolution by the
Minister for Health.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for its
continued failure to respond to Questions on Notice and be open and accountable for its acts.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House gives its unequivocal support to the Australian
Rugby Union in its campaign to overturn the proposed ban on the singing of Waltzing Matilda at
the forthcoming World Cup and urges fans, in the great traditions of the song itself, to sing it

anyway.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on the State Government to guarantee that
the proposed development at Burnley Gardens not be called in.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing and
Export for his deliberate avoidance of parliamentary scrutiny in that he proposed enhanced key
performance indicators for the previous Minister for Manufacturing Industry, the
Hon Rob Hulls, MP, yet upon his own appointment as Minister, he informed the Public
Accounts and Estimates Committee that he is not prepared to accept the increased level of
parliamentary scrutiny he advocated for the previous Minister.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Treasurer for —
(a) misleading the people of Victoria regarding his and the Bracks Government’s involvement in
the national Strategic Investment Incentive Program when he claimed that other States and
Christmas Island were receiving greater Federal Government hand-outs from this program than
Victoria when the truth is that this funding program is based on applications sponsored by State
and Territory Governments; and (b) applying for an embarrassingly low number of grants that
amount to less than 10 per cent of the total funding applications nationwide.
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MR CLARK — To move, That this House deplores the false claim by the Treasurer in question
time yesterday that the former government could never cut payroll tax, when in fact the former
government cut payroll tax on three separate occasions with an overall reduction in the rate of
tax from 7 per cent to 5% per cent, and calls on the Treasurer to correct his statement in
accordance with the established practices of the House.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House calls on the Chair and other Government
members of the all-party Drugs and Crime Prevention Committee to stand up to the Premier’s
outrageous ‘Guidelines for Submissions and Responses to Inquiries’ that they are now required
by the politburo Department of Premier and Cabinet to implement, and that these Government
members come forward and detail to the House each occasion when independent departmental
and statutory authority submissions and advice have been censored, edited or vetoed so as to
compromise Government members’ responsibilities to this Parliament’s independent committee
work.

MR KOTSIRAS — To move, That this House calls on the Chair and other Government
members of the all-party Education and Training Committee to stand up to the Premier’s
outrageous ‘Guidelines for Submissions and Responses to Inquiries’ that they are now required
by the politburo Department of Premier and Cabinet to implement, and that these Government
members come forward and detail to the House each occasion when independent departmental
and statutory authority submissions and advice have been censored, edited or vetoed so as to
compromise Government members’ responsibilities to this Parliament’s independent committee
work.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That this House calls on the Chair and other Government
members of the all-party Family and Community Development Committee to stand up to the
Premier’s outrageous ‘Guidelines for Submissions and Responses to Inquiries’ that they are now
required by the politburo Department of Premier and Cabinet to implement, and that these
Government members come forward and detail to the House each occasion when independent
departmental and statutory authority submissions and advice have been censored, edited or
vetoed so as to compromise Government members’ responsibilities to this Parliament’s
independent committee work.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House calls on the Chair and other Government members
of the all-party Public Accounts and Estimates Committee to stand up to the Premier’s
outrageous ‘Guidelines for Submissions and Responses to Inquiries’ that they are now required
by the politburo Department of Premier and Cabinet to implement, and that these Government
members come forward and detail to the House each occasion when independent departmental
and statutory authority submissions and advice have been censored, edited or vetoed so as to
compromise Government members’ responsibilities to this Parliament’s independent committee
work.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
protect Melbourne’s open space resources and undermining the amenity of that open space
including at Royal Park, Jolimont, Kew Cottages, Burnley Gardens, Werribee, Frankston,
Bayswater and the Yarra.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport and the
Minister for Planning for their silence on the proposed closure of the Swanston Street entrance
to Melbourne Central Train Station on the corner of La Trobe Street which will inconvenience
thousands of public transport users, disrupt the popular train/tram interchange and force
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commuters to undertake a circuitous route through the Melbourne Central Shopping centre to
access the station.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for doing
nothing to prevent the practice of Councils rejecting applications for in-ground swimming pools
because of their clearly ludicrous and arbitrary contention that the excavation involved would
contravene local covenants preventing quarry or mining in metropolitan Melbourne.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That the Bracks Government, and in particular the Minister for
Transport and the Minister for Community Services, be condemned for failing to take
appropriate action to curb fraud being perpetrated under the Multi-Purpose Taxi Program and
instead punishing the victims of the fraud by introducing appalling changes to the scheme which
will decimate benefits for the disabled, and in particular the ethnic disabled, leave them trapped
in their homes and deny them their human right to fully participate in society, a right which was
supposed to be guaranteed under the Victorian State Disability Plan.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for failing the
students of Daylesford Primary School by deliberately setting a staffing budget for the school
which will force the school to shed experienced staff and cut support programs for students and,
further, that this House agrees with the School Council President, Colin Priest, that this is
‘deplorable for a Government that had education as a key election promise’ and ‘this funding
crisis is having a negative effect on teacher and student morale’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East for failing
the students of Daylesford Primary School by acquiescing to the Bracks Government staffing
budget for the school which will force it to shed experienced staff and cut support programs for
students and further condemns him for failing to defend the right to a good education in the state
schools of Daylesford.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Thomastown West Primary School by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of
the teaching staff at the school and, further, that this House agrees with the School Council
President, Lisa Courescas, that this Government should ‘rescind this unjust financial imposition
on schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Thomastown for failing
the students of Thomastown West Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s
imposition of a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students
and parents of Thomastown West Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Lorne-Airey’s Inlet P-12 College by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of
the teaching staff at the school and further, that this House expresses its support for the School
Council President, Angus McKenzie, who has said, ‘this school council is disappointed and
angry at the Government’s policy of devolving WorkCover premium to schools; we have
already endured one bitter disappointment this year when the long awaited building project was
not listed for master planning’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Daylesford Secondary College by capriciously
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imposing a WorkCover penalty which will cause a reduction in the size of the VCE teaching
staff at the school and, further, that this House agrees with the Daylesford Secondary College
School Council President, Barry Golding, and the Principal, Heather McIntyre, that ‘this policy
is an indictment on those who wrote it and those who support it; in the end the losers are our
students’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East for failing
the students of Daylesford Secondary College by acquiescing to the Bracks Government staffing
budget for the school which will force it to shed staff because of a WorkCover penalty imposed
by the Minister for Education Services and further condemns him for failing to defend the right
of children to a good education in the state school of Daylesford.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House dissents from the ruling of the Speaker on
19 November 2003 when she used Sessional Order 10 in an impulsive fashion and for her
refusal to follow the ruling of Deputy Speaker McGrath recorded in the Rulings from the Chair,
July 2003, at p 71 which reports as follows ‘the Deputy Speaker drew attention of the House to
his concern about continual requests for the withdrawal of words that have, in the past, been
used regularly in the cut and thrust of debate. He pointed out that when members decide to take
exception to words used in the House, they should be mindful that they do not paint themselves
in a corner and so reduce the vocabulary that can be used that future debates will be inhibited
and that common sense is needed’ and instead for using the narrowest interpretation of
parliamentary practice.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for
exhibiting far more interest in overseas trips, photographic self-promotion and fancy new pin-
striped suits than in the families affected by the Government’s decision to foist a toxic waste
dump on farming communities.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing for his
cavalier and supercilious attitude to Victorians as evidenced by his expenditure of over $100,000
on advertisements featuring his own photo, his extensive overseas travel and his regal-like
insistence that families affected by the Government’s proposed toxic waste dump at Tiega drive
1% hours to Mildura to see him, rather than the Minister visiting the families themselves and
expresses support for Renee Morrish’s statement that ‘he [the Minister] did not have the guts to
come to us — my parents had to go to him in Mildura’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for —
(a) doing nothing to prevent the recent but repeated refusal of applications for in-ground
swimming pools by VCAT, and the Cities of Glen Eira and Boroondara in particular, on the
grounds that excavations for such pools would constitute ‘quarrying’ and hence be in conflict
with old covenants preventing quarrying or mining in metropolitan Melbourne; and (b) forcing
residents with applications to expend tens of thousands of dollars pursuing legally difficult
applications for covenant removals despite in-ground pools existing in immediately adjacent
homes.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House congratulates the Australian Rugby Union for its
exemplary conduct of the 2003 World Cup, Martin Johnson and the English team for their
amazing last gasp victory, George Gregan and the Wallabies for their sensational efforts and all
other teams, fans and volunteers for their high-spirited, good-hearted support of the heavenly
game and this tournament in particular and urges the earliest possible inclusion of a Victorian
team in the Super 12 competition, pending a return bout in 2007.
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Osborne Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and its
management and further, that this House expresses its support for the School Council President
of Osborne Primary School Mr Ric Bugg, who has said ‘were the school to move to a significant
WorkCover disincentive in the future, (potentially through no fault of our own), up to $10,000
would not be available for the education of our children; we find this totally unacceptable’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Western Port for failing
the students of Osborne Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Osborne
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Highvale Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause anxiety for the school and
its management insofar as they acknowledge that under this system ‘anticipated savings can
quickly turn into an actual loss as a result of a serious but unpreventable accident’; and
(b) expresses its support for the College Council President, Mr Daryl Lynch, who says ‘the
Highvale Secondary College Council wishes to express in the strongest terms its opposition to
the imposition of the partial transfer of responsibility for WorkCover to schools in 2004 and asks
that this decision be reversed ...; the threat of this WorkCover disincentive arrangement will
compromise schools keen to improve conditions through additional local fundraising, as well as
creating considerable uncertainty in their budgeting for future expenditure ...’ .

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for
knowingly misleading the House when she said in debate on changes to the Urban Growth
Boundary that public submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 were
available on the Government website when they are not, and never have been.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
provide any legal advice that submissions made on the implementation of Melbourne 2030 could
not be made available because of the Privacy Act (as claimed at a briefing on changes to the
Urban Growth Boundary) when the request for submissions specifically contemplated public
release and legislation and standard practice provides that all submissions to panels are made
public.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
funding cuts to school sporting bodies which will result in Victorian school children being —
(a) deprived of the opportunity to participate in sporting activities which have been identified as
the major response to childhood obesity; (b) unable to represent their State in interstate
competitions; and (c) disadvantaged at national competitions due to the lack of available
sporting carnivals.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education Services and
the Bracks Government for failing the students of Coburg West Primary School by capriciously
imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and further, that this House notes the comment of the
school council which states — ‘(a) our school has incurred a premium cost to the school of
$10,000 which will have a considerable impact on the education provided to the children; as this
premium will be deducted from the staffing credit component in the school global budget the
direct result is there will be less teaching time available; (b) we agree that schools should be
prepared to accept responsibility for situations that they believe are within their sphere of
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management, but in many cases WorkCover liabilities are way beyond our control; and (c) at our
school we take the responsibility of providing a safe workplace extremely seriously and have in
place a rigorous process of safety inspections including the provision of professional
development in voice care’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Brunswick for failing
the students of Coburg West Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of
a $10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Coburg West Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Traralgon South Primary School
by capriciously imposing a $2,900 WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship
to this small school community whose annual income through fundraising will be absorbed; and
(b) expresses its support for the School Council President of Traralgon South Primary School
Chris Madsen who commented ‘the school council believes that these changes unfairly impose a
financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students at our school ... we also object to
the proposed capping thresholds and methods of calculation; for our school the ‘penalty’ cap is
set at $2,900, yet the ‘incentive’ cap is a mere $580°.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Morwell for failing the
students of Traralgon South Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$2,900 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Traralgon South Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Gilmore College for Girls, by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty; and (b) notes the comment of the school
that ‘one of the teachers fell over a piece of uneven pavement while on a school excursion; what
could we have done to prevent this ... we have recently been awarded the National Literacy
Award receiving $10,000 to strengthen our laudable work in this area; perhaps we should simply
redirect the cheque’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Footscray for failing the
students of Gilmore College for Girls by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
$10,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of students and parents of
Gilmore College for Girls.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to release the Victorian Wind Atlas as promised and for
continuing to conceal its contents from stakeholders, particularly local councils and resident
groups, when that same Wind Atlas has been made available to the wind industry.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for ruling out
the requirement for an environment effects statement for the proposed Ballan windfarm against
the wishes of local residents and the local council.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Premier for riding roughshod over
local communities and for mistreating correspondence strongly critical of the Government’s
decision on the Burnley Gardens development and, indeed, writing back thanking just such a
correspondent for his ‘support for the proposed development’.
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MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Greenvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a WorkCover penalty which will cause great financial hardship to this
school whose annual income through fundraising, along with all of its direct educational benefits
to the students, will be absorbed by this impost; and (b) expresses its support for the School
Council President of Greenvale Primary School, Mr Glen Moore, who has said ‘... this will just
put more pressure on the school’s ability to deliver its programs which basically means the kids
will miss out for what I believe to be a penny pinching exercise by the State Government ... the
Government seems to have little idea of the nature of the work teachers, principals, assistant
principals etcetera have in today’s environment ...’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Yuroke, the Member
for Melbourne North Province; the Minister for Local Government, and Housing, and the
Minister for Small Business, and Information and Communication Technology, for failing the
students of Greenvale Primary School by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a
WorkCover penalty and failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of
Greenvale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management who will have to work hard to preserve the slender $9 margin keeping them
in credit and not deficit this year; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Jim Day, and
Principal Claire Wilson, who say ‘it is the Department’s ultimate responsibility to ensure a safe
workplace for their employees ... parents should not have to see their fundraising monies spent
on WorkCover premium liabilities’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Bellarine and the
Members for Geelong Province for failing the students of Drysdale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an unfair system of WorkCover penalties and
failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Drysdale Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Cobden Technical School by
capriciously imposing a $10,000 WorkCover penalty, causing the school to review and likely
reduce its commitments to school sporting competitions; and (b) expresses its support for the
school view that ‘Cobden Technical School faces a charge against our school global budget for a
WorkCover premium of $10,000; this is in spite of the fact that one “injury” that has caused an
increase in our premium was not one we could have planned for nor guarded against ... Council
has concluded that we might well be advised to reduce the level of sporting competition in the
school for it was at a school athletics event that the injury referred to above occurred ... was it
intended when this policy was drafted to have this impact on schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
capriciously imposing an $8,000 WorkCover penalty which will cause a deficit at the school, an
amount equal to the school’s annual fundraising budget, that will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities and result in the slashing of school programs, severely disadvantaging
students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Phil Cavill, and Vice
President Lindsey Harris, who say ‘that schools are now made to pay a portion of WorkCover
claims is an insinuation that school principals are not properly managing the making of such
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claims by staff ... WorkCover is a systemic problem and not the responsibility of individual
schools’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Hastings and the
Member for Western Port Province for failing the students of Langwarrin Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Langwarrin Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a reduction in funding
to the tune of $7,000 this year alone, which would otherwise have benefited the children and
their schooling; and (b) expresses its support for the School Council President Lynda Green,
who has said ‘this decision affects all the members of the school community, in particular our
children ... .

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Kilsyth and the Labor
Member for Silvan Province, for failing the students of Tinternvale Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties, shifting costs
onto schools and for failing to stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Tinternvale
Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of St Albans Heights Primary
School by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause a deficit of
$6,670 at the school that will directly impact on the school’s educational priorities; and (b)
agrees with the School Council President Julie Van Staeden, and its Principal George
Kalandadse, that this Government should make ‘an honest attempt at consultation with a view to
investigating how schools and the Department can work together to identify and best manage
injury prevention position on schools’; and ‘... if the Government is so keen to lower
WorkCover costs and provide a healthy and safe workplace for their staff, then we believe that
they should review the Physical Resources Management System (PRMS) program and
recommence the payment of maintenance money so that schools can return to the PRMS audited
items and have them repaired ... .

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Derrimut and the
Members for Doutta Galla Province for failing the students of St Albans Heights Primary School
by acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a $6,670 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of St Albans Heights Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of North Geelong Secondary
College by capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause financial
difficulties for the school that ultimately penalise students; and (b) agrees with the School
Council President Gail Lowe who said ‘to help reduce WorkCover claims, school councils and
principals require adequate resources, professional development and professional support, not
financial “incentives” which ultimately jeopardise school programs; students in the Victorian
public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Victorian Department of
Education, or the funding policies of the Government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Members for Geelong Province for
failing the students of North Geelong Secondary College by acquiescing to the Government’s
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imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to stand up for the rights of the
students and parents of North Geelong Secondary College.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for the school
and its management as well as the wider network of which it forms a part, that will result in the
slashing of school programs severely disadvantaging students; and (b) agrees with the School
Council Secretary, Peter Mclver, who says ‘the School Council believes that these changes
unfairly impose a financial penalty on schools that ultimately penalises students ... students in
the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of the Department of
Education or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Williamstown and the
Members for Melbourne West Province for failing the students of Spotswood Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of a system of WorkCover penalties and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Spotswood Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the failure of the Government to address the need for high
priority maintenance of the Survey Control Network, the fundamental cornerstone of Victoria’s
Land Property system, when that maintenance is estimated to require up to $70 million and is
recommended and supported by the Auditor-General, the Surveyor General, RMIT, and the
surveying industry in general, and condemns the Minister for Planning and Land Victoria for
rejecting the recommendations in this regard by a review panel established by the previous
Minister.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House notes with alarm the annual report of the
Surveyor General and in particular the Surveyor General’s comments that administrative
arrangements undertaken by the Government and the previous Minister which transfer
responsibility for the Survey Control Network and the calibration of surveying equipment to
Land Victoria’s Land Information Group and the transfer of the supervision of the Central Plan
Office to the Land Registry, ‘continue to not align with legislation’ and condemns the Minister
for Planning for not acting to overturn these arrangements when, as the Surveyor General
reports, ‘these arrangements have been reported by the Surveyor General to the Department for
four successive years and the anomalies have also been reported to the Parliament by the
Auditor-General’, and further when he reports that ‘there have been no actions undertaken to
ensure alignment with legislation’.

MR CLARK — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education Services
and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Box Hill High School by capriciously
imposing an $10,000 WorkCover penalty, an amount that will absorb completely the school’s
annual budget from its major fundraising evening and which will directly impact on the school’s
educational priorities, disadvantaging students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School
Council Principal Rob Jenkin who says ‘it is particularly demoralising for members of the
school community to work hard to raise funds for their school, only to find them removed at the
whim of the Department ... the whole scheme is a cynical claw back of funds from school
budgets’.

MS ASHER — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Manufacturing and
Export for his insensitivity in foisting a toxic waste dump on rural Victorians and notes his
interview on Horsham radio on 12 November 2003 where he said ‘but I can understand ...

understand, perhaps I cannot understand because it has not happened to me, but I think it was
very important that ministers who are responsible ultimately for making these decisions do ring
people directly, speak with them, hear their views and explain as clearly as possible the way the
process will work from here’ ... and calls on the Minister to explain, in his own words ‘as
clearly as possible’ whether he does or does not understand the anguish he has foisted on these
affected communities.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
capriciously imposing $8,000 WorkCover penalties which will cause anxiety for this small rural
school and its management and which may lead to instances of systemic discrimination against
teachers who have been injured in a work place, and place unacceptable pressure on principals to
influence staff WorkCover claims and processes to an extent that is unfair and unreasonable; and
(b) agrees with the words of School Council President, Andrew Joliffe, who says ‘occupational
health and safety is clearly a responsibility of the employer, that is the Department of Education
and Training’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Ballarat East and the
Members for Ballarat Province for failing the students of Newlyn Primary School by
acquiescing to the Government’s imposition of an $8,000 WorkCover penalty and failing to
stand up for the rights of the students and parents of Newlyn Primary School.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
prevent the loss of open space in Metropolitan Melbourne by encouraging open space trading
across the Urban Growth Boundary including the transfer of long established community golf
courses.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Environment for failing to enforce Environment Protection Authority buffer zones
in the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme by giving planning approval, despite the wishes of
local residents and the Council, to a school, namely Mt Hira College, within that buffer zone
around areas of hazardous waste collection, thereby establishing a precedent now being
exploited by other applicants including for a church at 198 Perry Road, Keysborough, now
supported by Council officers, with the extraordinary comment in an officer’s report that ‘it has
now become common knowledge ... that places of worship are not considered to be among land
uses that are discouraged in the buffers precinct, as they do not entail large gatherings of people
over long periods of time’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House — (a) notes with grave concern the comments of
Environment Protection Authority head, Mr Mick Bourke, at a public hearing of the Outer
Suburban and Interface Services and Development Committee on Monday 24 November 2003,
when he said that Noise Control Guidelines for Windfarms were only guidelines and that
detection of breaches would probably require several years of monitoring; and (b) condemns the
Minister for Planning and the Minister for Environment for not ensuring that strict standards of
noise control for windfarms are both provided and enforced.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Education and
Training and the Bracks Government for compulsorily closing Pimpinio Primary School,
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Harrow Primary School and the Basin Primary School over the last four years, all in the one
electorate of Lowan.

students at the school; and (b) agrees with the School Council President Clyde Joachim who
says ‘Students in the Victorian public education system should not pay for the inadequacies of
the Victorian Department of Education, or the funding policies of the government of the day’.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Labor Member for Central
Highlands Province for failing the students of Avenel Primary School by acquiescing to the
Government’s imposition of an unaffordable WorkCover penalty and for failing to stand up for
the rights of the students and parents of Avenel Primary School.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House — (a) condemns the Minister for Education
Services and the Bracks Government for failing the students of Kyabram Secondary College by
capriciously imposing a system of WorkCover penalties which creates uncertainty and anxiety
for the school and its management and detracts from students’ educational opportunities, by
requiring schools to build up and set aside thousands of dollars in budget ‘just in case’ of

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MR PERTON — To move, That this House notes with concern the statement of 10 May 2004
by the Sunshine North Primary School Council that ‘many of the schools listed in the budget for
major upgrades, including regional Victoria, have clearly been allocated funds not on merit but
on strategic political location’ and the school’s conclusion that it is in a ‘safe Labor seat ... the
needs of (our) children are treated with scant regard’, and supports this school’s legitimate claim
for a long-awaited capital upgrade.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House shares the concern of the Epping Secondary
College Council ‘with the Victorian State Government’s decreasing commitment to information
and communication technologies funding to schools in recent years’; agrees that in the term of
the previous Liberal Government Victorian Government schools lead the ‘world in the
development and implementation of information communication technology within teaching and
learning programs’ and further commends the school for its assessment that ‘information
communication technology receives very little emphasis in the Blueprint for Government
Schools document which is unfortunate as we believe that leading edge information
communication technology facilities and practices are an aid to powerful teaching and learning
that should never be underestimated’.

MR WALSH — To move, That this House, under the powers found in section 33 of the
Parliamentary Committees Act 2003, refers to the Rural and Regional Services and
Development Committee for inquiry, consideration and report on the importance of a skilled
workforce and research capacity for the future development of agriculture and other natural
resource based industries, and specifically:

(1) The current organisation and delivery of post-secondary education and extension in
agriculture, agribusiness and natural resource management in Victoria, and how this
interacts with Government and private sector research programs in these areas.

(2) Available opportunities to coordinate and better integrate the provision of these programs
to:

(a) ensure that rural and regional students are able to pursue education and training in these
sectors without having to move to the city to do so;

(b) ensure students are encouraged and able to undertake post graduate study in agriculture
and natural resource related disciplines;

(c) maximise synergies and cooperation between universities and government and private
sector research institutions in the provision of research and education in agriculture,
natural resource management and related disciplines;

and to report to the Parliament by the first day of the Autumn 2005 Parliamentary sittings.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House condemns the uncaring Howard Government
for its failure to provide one Medicare licensed MRI for the western suburbs of Melbourne,
thereby inflicting enormous hardship and inconvenience for local residents and patients as
intensive care patients are required to undergo round trips of up to six hours to access this now
routine scanning procedure.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House congratulates the Clean Ocean Foundation on their
recent statement to the Member for Hastings that ‘the community has been treated like morons
for years by a State Government who knows the extent of the problem since they conducted their
1999 CSIRO report into the Gunnamatta outfall’.

MS BEATTIE — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government for releasing
the first phase of environmental studies into the site of Victoria’s long term containment facility
at Nowingi, showing the Government’s commitment to openness and community consultation
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by allowing the community and business groups access to important data so early in the
Environment Effects Statement process.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport for failing to
provide the funds needed to provide a major upgrade to King Street in Doncaster thereby forcing
the 10,000 to 12,000 motorists who use it each day to negotiate this undulating road with poor
vision, dangerous entrance points, varying speed restrictions, minimal turning lanes, narrow road
shoulders and deep open drainage pits.

MR STENSHOLT — To move, That this House commends the Bracks Government and the
Minister for Health for funding the fit-out and running of a Community Health Centre in
Ashwood by MonashLink and for their leadership in providing to the community at that Centre
podiatry, physiotherapy, general counselling, dietetics, nursing services, financial counselling
and family support.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for her
failure to deter not one, but three, separate applications for concrete crushing plants in the
Heatherton Green Wedge prompting Heatherton Residents Against Inappropriate Development
to say in a recent letter to the Minister ‘we want a real Green Wedge not a deadly grey one’.

MR LANGDON — To move, That this House condemns the Member for Templestowe
Province, the Hon B Forwood, MP, for preventing the relocation of the new Banyule
Community Health Centre to a small section of Malahang Reserve, currently used as a truck
stop, despite the overwhelming support of the local community, the Board of the Community
Health Centre, and the City of Banyule.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Transport for failing to
resolve the traffic problems on Springvale Road which has topped the RACV Insurance study
accident list for the second year running, leaving residents concerned that the road north of
Mitcham Road cannot safely carry today’s traffic volume, let alone any future increases.

MS ECKSTEIN — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government for
providing $1.45 million for the Stage 1 upgrade of Kent Park Primary School in the electorate of
Ferntree Gully, noting that this will significantly improve the facilities for both staff and
students.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning, for failing to
front a packed public meeting on 27 September 2004 at Foster in South Gippsland protesting
against the reckless pursuit of wind farm developments in sensitive coastal and rural landscapes
and her failure to provide adequate guidelines to prevent such proposals.

MR LUPTON — To move, That this House condemns the Hon J] Howard, MP and the Hon
P Costello, MP for their decision to renege on the signed National Competition Policy
agreement providing $1.6 billion in funds to the states; this outrageous sleight of hand will
reduce the funds available to the Victorian Government by $200 million per annum and reduce
the funds that would have been paid by the State to the three local councils in the electorate of
Prahran by at least $646,579 — Melbourne City Council will lose $196,875, Port Phillip City
Council will lose $221,107 and Stonnington City Council will lose $228,597; this action of the
Howard Government is fiscal vandalism and will deny communities the services they need and
deserve.

MR TREZISE — To move, That this House condemns the Howard Government for failing to
fund the establishment of a bulk billing GP facility within Geelong Hospital, which in operation
would have reduced dramatically the workload of the hospital’s Accident and Emergency Unit;
this disgraceful decision highlights the contemptuous manner in which the Federal Government
treats health in this State, in contrast to the Bracks Labor Government which has committed to a
$20 million upgrade of the Accident and Emergency unit within the Geelong Hospital.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for publicly
misrepresenting the content of her meeting on 20 August 2004 with members of the Boroondara
Residents Action Group and protectors of public land regarding proposals for Camberwell
station to the extent that those groups in a letter dated 31 August 2004 were moved to write ‘the
content of the media release bears no resemblance to the substance of our discussions with you
and makes no reference at all to the broader issues of concern about Melbourne 2030 ... (and)
suggests that despite the Government’s mantra at the last election that “Bracks listens, acts”
there was very little listening and even less understanding by you and your advisers at the
meeting’.

MS CAMPBELL — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on amending the
Victorian Planning Provisions and all of the State’s planning schemes to introduce the
requirement that most new commercial, retail and multi-storey residential buildings provide
bicycle parking as well as showers and change rooms for cyclists; for the first time, these
groundbreaking provisions put cycle transport on an equal footing with cars and fulfils one of
the initiates of Melbourne 2030, which is to provide better facilities for cyclists.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That the Bracks Labor Government be condemned for leaving a
desperately sick child in sub standard accommodation for 18 months, despite pleas from his
doctors that the Office of Housing house is contributing to his retarded growth, and for delaying
necessary heart surgery.

contribute to the partial destruction of one of the best beaches in Melbourne.

MR MILDENHALL — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government on its
strong support for the arts in regional Victoria; In contrast with the Melbourne-centic policies of
the previous Government, the Bracks Government has provided the highest ever levels of
financial support to regional Victoria, including more than $20 million in capital works grants

MR LUPTON — To move, That this House congratulates the Minister for Planning on
allowing metropolitan councils to be able to apply for height controls in residential areas and
neighbourhood centres; the creation of a new residential zone to reinforce ResCode provides the
option of a maximum height limit of nine metres (three levels) in sensitive residential areas
whilst avoiding a one size fits all approach; this Government is determined to ensure Melbourne
2030’s objective of protecting neighbourhood character is met and our suburbs remain liveable
now and for the future; and this House encourages Stonnington, Port Phillip and Melbourne
Councils to consider how the Government’s offer can benefit the electorate of Prahran.

MR INGRAM — To move, That this House calls upon The Nationals to stop their jellyback
position on the Mitcham-Frankston freeway and simply answer — yes or no — do they support
the Liberal Party’s position of no tolls and therefore disadvantaging country taxpayers.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for
spending only $17.63 per hectare on Victoria’s parks in real terms — which equates to a 6.5 per
cent reduction from 1999 when spending by the then Liberal Government was $18.83 per

hectare and notes that these figures were exposed in the National Parks Act 1975 annual report
for 200304 tabled in Parliament on 3 November 2004.

MR HELPER — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on receiving praise
and support from the Ballarat branch of the Young Liberals for the Waubra wind farm project; in
particular, this House welcomes their recognition of the ‘economic boost to the region and the
positive step this is towards green energy’, as stated in their letter in The Courier on 25 October
2004; furthermore, this House welcomes the fact that they ‘applaud the State Government’s
position on wind farms’.

MR DIXON — To move, That this House congratulates the operator of the Arthur’s Seat
Chairlift on the re-opening of the attraction; this is despite seven and a half months of delay,
indecision, obstruction, incompetence and unreasonableness by VicRoads and especially
WorkSafe; it should not take seven and a half months to examine a clamp.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for ruling out
the requirement for an environmental effects statements for the proposed Mt Gellibrand wind
farm at Colac.

MS BUCHANAN — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on the 24 per
cent reduction in fees for the most common property transactions in Victoria as a result of the
introduction of electronic data storage in Land Victoria; this will mean that Victorians will now
pay $14 less for transactions such as lodgements of mortgage and discharges of mortgage, which
will come down from $59 to $45.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House congratulates the National Parks Advisory
Council for being courageous enough in its annual report tabled in Parliament on 3 November
2004 to state on page 5, ‘The Council is concerned that available resources for managing threats
to parks, in particular weeds and pest animals, are insufficient’.

MR HARKNESS — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on its launch of
the $40 million redevelopment of Frankston’s Peninsula Building into an apartment complex;
coming on the back of Frankston’s nomination in the United Nations endorsed International

progressive steps towards achieving its target of 40 per cent membership of women on
Government boards and committees with its Women on Board workshop in Ballarat on
3 November 2004; offering a series of workshops to be held across the state to better equip
women who are interested in taking on a leadership role in their community, by applying for a
position on a local board or committee, will ensure women’s representation in this area of public
life is lifted.

MR PERTON — To move, That this House directs that the Bracks Government cancel its plans
to rezone and sell the land zoned, ‘Public use — education’ and situated on the corner of
Glencairn Drive and Barrymore Road, Greenvale, and responds positively to the widespread
desire of the Greenvale community for a local high quality state secondary college.

MR LIM — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on its launch of The
Village in South Clayton; this is one of suburban Melbourne’s biggest urban renewal projects
which demonstrates the benefits of Melbourne 2030; The Village, in Rosebank Avenue, Clayton
South, is next to local shops, Westall railway station and served by major bus routes; developing
this $120 million residential project on a former industrial site is an example of curbing urban
sprawl by encouraging more housing in existing urban centres, which will protect Melbourne’s
open spaces, coastal areas and agricultural land.

MS ECKSTEIN — To move, That this House congratulates the Government on amending the
City of Knox’s Planning Scheme to give effect to Amendment No C5; these changes will ensure
that new buildings respect Knox’s garden character including key neighbourhood features such
as tree retention, reducing building dominance and ensuring buildings are respectfully sited; this
local amendment, combined with the recent offer to metropolitan councils of height controls in
designated residential areas and neighbourhood centres, will ensure Knox remains an attractive
place to live and work into the future.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for
increasing average executive salaries in the Department of Sustainability and Environment by
45 per cent from $92,300 in 2002-03 to $133,770 in 2003—04 and that in 2002—03 seven
executives received between $140,000 to $180,000 per annum but by 2003—04 this had more
than doubled to 15 and that this House notes that Labor promised before the 1999 state election
that it would get rid of fat cat salaries and put money into service delivery which is clearly not
the case with our current record low funding of Victoria’s parks management.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Government for the lack of
major maintenance funding for Victorian state schools and in particular schools in the
Sandringham electorate.

MR HUDSON — To move, That this House condemns the Commonwealth for failing to
properly negotiate in good faith with the East Timorese Government to give them a fair share of
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Timor Sea oil revenue, in accordance with long standing principles of international law which
states the maritime boundary should be drawn half way between the two countries and calls on
the Howard Government to come back to the table and seek an independent arbitration of the
matter of the seabed boundary by the International Court of Justice.

MR HONEYWOOD — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Labor Government for
failing to ensure that the Minister for the Environment or at least one parliamentary
representative attended the National Launch of the Waterkeepers Australia Organisation in
Alphington, Melbourne; this organisation will play a vital role in assisting with the protection
and restoration of our rivers and their surrounding environments; by not turning up to this major
event, the Government clearly demonstrates that it is more interested in the next photo
opportunity rather than actively working with the community to achieve genuine environmental
outcomes.

MR HERBERT — To move, That this House notes the admirable efforts of former AFL
football star, Mr Michael Long and other indigenous Australians who have embarked on a walk
from Melbourne to Canberra in a last ditch effort to get the Federal Government to address the
plight of indigenous Australians in this country; further this House condemns the Federal
Government’s handling of indigenous affairs since coming to office and recognises that
indigenous Australians can still expect to live 20 years less than other Australians and that one in
five people in Australian jails are indigenous or Torres Strait Islanders; the House also notes that
some seven years after the Bringing Them Home report was presented to the Federal
government, Prime Minister Howard has refused to say sorry to indigenous Australians; this
House wishes Mr Long and others sharing his journey all the best in their campaign.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing
after more than two years to provide explicit definitions, including boundaries of the more than
1,000 activity centres nominated in its Melbourne 2030 planning document.

MR THOMPSON — To move, That this House condemns the Bracks Government for the
ongoing train cancellations on the Sandringham line representing a serious disruption to
commuter travel plans.

NOTICES GIVEN ON 1 DECEMBER 2004

MR PERTON — To move, That this House, noting that free elections are an essential
component of the democratic process, joins with the Victorian Ukrainian community in
accepting the evidence of international observers, including the International Election
Monitoring Mission of the Organisation of Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), that
the recent presidential election in Ukraine has fallen short of international democratic standards
with blatant and widespread abuses of absentee votes and biased coverage by government
owned media and calls on the Government of Ukraine — (a) to ensure the safety and welfare of
all its citizens taking part in peaceful demonstrations; and (b) holds a new presidential election
based on democratic principles which — (i) allows both presidential candidates equal and
unbiased access to the mass media of Ukraine in the period leading up to the election; and
(i1) ensures that international observers have access to all points of the election process; and this
House resolves to offer representatives to act as election observers, resolves that the Victorian
Government provide resources from the Victorian Electoral Commission if requested by the
Ukrainian or Australian Governments and resolves that the Speaker transmit this resolution to
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the outgoing President of Ukraine Leonid Kuchma, the Parliament of Ukraine and the Ukrainian
Ambassador to Australia.

MRS SHARDEY — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Community
Services and the Bracks Government for their failure to provide for the safety of children in
State care and seeking to blame their own staff when things go horribly wrong as they did last
week when two young boys in care were found at Crown Casino at 2.00 am and casino
authorities were advised to return them to Mt Evelyn by taxi.

MR NARDELLA — To move, That this House condemns the Howard Federal Coalition
Government for not funding bulk-billing clinics at all public hospital accident and emergency
departments or urgent care departments within and next to all Victorian hospitals and calls on
the Howard Federal Coalition Government to immediately fund bulk-billing clinics next to
emergency departments to relieve pressure on public hospitals and to expand opportunities for ill
people to be seen quickly and appropriately.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Member for Footscray for failing to show up to the Save Footscray Pool rally and 75™ birthday
of the Footscray Pool on Saturday 20 November 2004 and for failing to ensure the retention of
the Footscray pool despite the prospect of insufficient public open space as a consequence of the
Minister’s declaration of Footscray as a high density transit city.

MR INGRAM — To move, That this House creates guidelines for members titled ‘Democracy
for dummies: how to avoid political corruption’ with sections containing — (a) what it is
acceptable to offer political opponents for preferences or other action; (b) why it is not
acceptable to charge money or favours for access to or meetings with ministers or other MPs;
(c) why it is unacceptable to funnel millions of dollars of political donations through associated
entities without any public scrutiny or disclosure; and (d) why it is unacceptable for
governments to make financial grants conditional on a local MP not being involved in the
project.

MS McTAGGART — To move, That this House congratulates the Bracks Government for the
Community Facilities Fund which provided funding to Bimbadeen Heights Primary School in
the electorate of Evelyn.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning and the
Minister for Transport for requiring members of the Tram 109 project focus groups to sign
confidentiality agreements preventing them from discussing details of proposals being
considered by the Government.

MR NARDELLA — To move, That this House condemns the Howard Federal Coalition
Government, for not allocating sufficient Medicare provider numbers which results in a dearth
of general practitioners, especially within the outer suburbs of metropolitan Melbourne and calls
on the Howard Federal Coalition Government to increase Medicare provider numbers to
alleviate the pain being experienced by residents through a lack of general practitioners in
interface and orbital council areas.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for
supporting the issue of a permit for the construction of a gabion wall at the Flemington
Racecourse despite knowledge of significant and credible doubts being raised in regard to the
hydraulic modelling of the proposed impacts on river flooding and the failure of Melbourne
Water to acknowledge, refute or meaningfully and openly address those concerns, thereby
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potentially exposing Melbourne Water, its representatives and the Government to significant
liabilities for negligence in the event of adverse but predictable future flooding.

MS MUNT — To move, That this House condemns the plans of the Federal Government to
fully privatise Telstra.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for her
failure to address issues raised by plumbers across Victoria including standards, warranty
insurance and enforcement, prompting Plumbers Choice magazine to declare in its November
2004 edition ‘she has failed plumbers’.

MR NARDELLA — To move, That this House condemns the Howard Federal Coalition
Government, to immediately begin construction of the Leakes Road Overpass on the Western
Highway at Rockbank; as a National Highway, the Western Highway is the sole responsibility
of the Federal Government and would cost about $40 million to be done properly, given this
intersection is very dangerous, where many accidents occur on a regular basis and it should be
constructed as expeditiously as possible.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
respond to the legitimate concerns of the Construction Industry regarding proposed changes to
developer contribution provisions of the Planning and FEnvironment Act 1987 during the
consideration in detail stages of the Planning and Environment (Development Contributions)
Amendment Bill on 30 November 2004.

MR HERBERT — To move, That this House views with great concern allegations that —
(a) Federal Government grants projects are the subject of political intrusion; (b) that non-Liberal
Federal MPs are being excluded from significant involvement in Government projects; (c) that
taxpayer funds are being used for party political gain rather than public good; and (d) that the
politicisation of project funding is having a detrimental impact on the probity of Federal
Government capital grants allocations; further, this House seeks assurances from the Federal
Government that new projects, such as the proposed new technical schools, announced in the
last federal election campaign, will not be subject to political interference.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House condemns the Minister for Planning for failing to
respond to the correspondence of the Master Plumbers and Mechanical Services Association of
Australia of 30 August 2004 expressing their extreme concern about ‘the ongoing stability of the
Plumbing Industry Commission’ and the failure of the Minister to address the issue of the
reappointment or replacement of the Chairman of the Plumbing Industry Advisory Council
Mr Bill Durham, and the Plumbing Industry Commissioner Mr Michael Kefford, prompting the
Association to say in correspondence on 1 October 2004 ‘there appears to be no ministerial
personal contact with the Commission in matters of this kind’.

MR BAILLIEU — To move, That this House calls on all Victorians to urgently register their
support for a Super 14 Rugby Union licence for Melbourne over the only other competitor Perth,
by voting in the poll being conducted through the official Australian Rugby Union web site
www.rugby.com.au and again urges the Victorian Government to do more to promote the
proposal and the demonstration of Victorian support for the licence through this poll.
