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Committee continues its work
Committee Chair, Ms Georgie Crozier, MP said the Inquiry into the handling of child abuse by religious and other organisations will continue.
‘The Inquiry's work thus far has bought to light important revelations that have been key to the Federal Government deciding to call a royal commission,’ she said.

‘From our part, a significant amount of work has already been undertaken and there is more we can achieve, but we obviously need further detail of the federal inquiry, including its terms of reference,  before making any changes to our work.
‘We are focused specifically on the handling on child abuse that happened in Victoria and the outcomes of our Inquiry would have implications for state legislation and agencies. 
‘Our work is too important to just stop and we are not going to compromise investigations that are already underway, and in which we are making much progress.’
Next hearings are scheduled for Friday 23 November and Monday 26 November in Melbourne.
