2 Who is responsible for receiving criticisms by members of the public of the
dress optional bathing areas, and what action has been taken by the Minister
to review complaints since the enactment of this legislation.

1 Whether he will undertake an investigative study of opening up access roads
in Aireys Inlet, namely Eagle Rock Road, Anderston Street and Aireys Street,
to provide emergency escapes in residential areas which were devastated
during the Ash Wednesday bushfires.

2 Whether he is aware that the matter has been under consideration for some
six years but no action taken, due to pressure from environmental groups
who are opposed to the opening up of these roads.
