2 Mr Roper—To ask the Honourable the Assistant Minister of Health, in respect
of child maltreatment, what has been done to implement the recommendations 
of the 1976 Child Maltreatment Workshop sponsored by the Health 
Commission, specifying which recommendations have been acted upon and 
how.

3 Mr Roper—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare Services
whether the Department of Community Welfare Services has received the 
Department of Social Security paper “The Future of the Homeless Persons 
Assistance Programme”; if so, whether the Department intends to comment 
on the paper and, in that event, whether a copy of those comments will be 
made available to the Member for Brunswick.

4 Mr Roper—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare

1 Whether he and/or officers of the Department of Community Welfare 
Services are having consultations with the Commonwealth Minister for 
Social Security and/or her officers concerning the existing Commonwealth 
programme of assistance to homeless persons; if so, on what basis those 
discussions are occurring and what is the current state of the discussions.

2 Whether it is the State’s policy to take over the administration of services 
presently provided under the Commonwealth Homeless Persons Assistance 
Act; if so, on what basis and with what financial assistance from the 
Commonwealth.

3 What financial assistance the State provides towards homeless persons or 
organizations assisting homeless persons.

5 Mr Roper—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare Services
what was the date and substance, respectively, of each approach for financial 
assistance which the Government has received from the Children’s 
Protection Society in each of the past five years, indicating in each case the— 
(a) date; and (6) substance of the Government’s response and what percentage 
of the assistance specified by the Society was granted.

6 Mr Roper—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare

Services what action he intends taking in respect of the recommendation 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the general procedure relating to adoption by parent 
and spouse should no longer be distinguishable from that of non-relative 
adoption.

1377 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of the recommendation 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that in the current parent and spouse situation, guardianship 
should be granted to the spouse and that in very special circumstances 
adoption by parent and spouse could be available as an alternative.

1378 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of the recommendation 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980, that when applying for registration, an adoption agency 
must submit a detailed description of services planned, including facilities 
and linkages to other services.

1379 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of the recommendation 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 that an Adoption Services Registration Board be established 
to register both Government and non-Government agencies and to assume 
responsibility for setting and monitoring of their standards of operation.

1380 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of the recommendation 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that community comment be invited particularly on the 
Committee’s alternative proposals in relation to the composition of the 
Adoption Services Registration Board (viz. seven member Board/five member 
Board).

1381 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of Recommendation 17 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that an adoption service should not be isolated from other 
related services.

1382 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of Recommendation 18 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980, that an adoption service provided by an agency should be 
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independent actually and inferentially from inappropriate pressures which 
may come from clergy, Boards of Managements, medical staff, politicians, 
etc,

1383 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of Recommendation 19 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 to ensure that an adoption service should not be located 
within or in conjunction with another service which could adversely affect 
the orientation of the adoption agency in relation to the paramountcy of 
the interests of the child.

1384 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that the current definition 
of the type of organization which may be approved as a private adoption 
agency is replaced by some alternative such as “a welfare organization” 
defined as “a voluntary not-for-profit organization formed or carried on for 
the purposes of community welfare” as recommended in Recommendation
20 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980.

1385 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that adoption agencies are 
required to employ sufficient staff to enable them to adequately carry out 
their functions under the Acts and Regulations as outlined in Recommendation
21 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980.

1386 Mr.s Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that agencies have or have 
access to, case committees to deal with the major adoption decisions as 
outlined in Recommendation 22 of the Adoption Legislation Review 
Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1387 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that Principal Officers or 
Assistant Principal Officers be required to possess a social work qualification 
meeting the standards of the Australian Association of Social Workers as 
well as experience relevant to adoption and participation in a course of 
in-service training approved by the Adoption Services Registration Board 
(Recommendation 23) as contained in the Adoption Legislation Review 
Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1388 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that agency staff are 
required to undertake in-service training as specified by the Adoption 
Services Registration Board as outlined in Recommendation 24 of the 
Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 
1980.

1389 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to introduce legislation to ensure that for an 
agency to be eligible for registration, the Adoption Services Registration 
Board must be satisfied that an agency has access to a range of appropriate 
consultative services including medical, welfare and legal as outlined in 
Recommendation 25 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working 
Paper, Part I, December 1980.
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1390 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that the functions of a 
registered agency include—(a) counselling of natural parents who are 
considering adoption as a possible future plan for their children and provision 
of a continuing counselling service for parents who have relinquished their 
children for adoption; (Z?) the working with and approval of applicants to 
adopt children; (c) supporting and supervising the placement of children 
with approved applicants up to the making of the adoption order and 
providing a counselling service to adoptive parents and adopted persons; 
(d) provision of care for children prior to placement with prospective adoptive 
parents; and (c) keeping of adequate records to enable exchange of 
information between the parties to an adoption, as contained in 
Recommendation 26 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working 
Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1391 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to act on Recommendation 27 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 which 
would require adoption agencies to retain their records for eighty years and 
to transfer them as directed by the Adoption Services Registration Board 
if they cease to be registered.

1392 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 28 of the 
Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, December 
1980 that with certain exceptions spelt out by law, the individual should 
have access to any personal information stored which concerns himself/herself, 
where such information on access is found to be false, out of date, incomplete 
or otherwise unfair, and that procedures should be readily available to permit 
the correction, deletion or annotation of the record.

1393 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that non-identifying 
information from agency files should be available to specified parties at any 
time as outlined in Recommendation 29 of the Adoption Legislation Review 
Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1394 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 30 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
there should be a three-year registration period and at the end of this period 
the onus be placed on the agency to apply for renewal of registration.

1395 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 31 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that consideration of the granting or renewal of an agency’s 
licence by the Adoption Services Registration Board be undertaken within 
an informal non-adversarial setting.

1396 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 33 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that a preliminary indication of the attitude of the Adoption 
Services Registration Board to an agency’s application for registration should 
be available to the agency.

1397 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 34 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 which 
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will require that an agency whose application has been unsuccessful will 
make that agency ineligible to reapply for registration until the expiration 
of a time specified by the Board, after the hearing of the application.

1398 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking in respect of Recommendation 35 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the registration function of the Adoption Services 
Registration Board include the monitoring of agency performances and 
resources on a continuing basis.

1399 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 36 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980, that whenever the Adoption Services Registration Board 
finds that any agency is not providing the services required by Act or 
Regulations, it shall notify the agency of the lack of compliance and provide 
the agency with a reasonable opportunity to achieve compliance.

1400 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends to take to implement Recommendation 71 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the same procedure would apply for lodging this 
“non-placement” revocation as applied to the revocation of consent (4.12, 
Recommendation 68).

1401 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 72 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the former guardian (the Director-General of the 
Department of Community Welfare Services, or principal officer of a private 
agency) should have the option of appealing against the non-placement 
revocation to the Court, which shall decide on the appeal.

1402 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to give cognizance to Recommendation 73 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that whenever placement has ended it is desirable’ that the 
agency should give consideration to the possibility of reinvolving the natural 
family.

1403 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 74 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980, that the natural parents be routinely notified when—(a) the 
revocation period has ended; (6) the child has been placed with a family; 
(c) the Court was granted the Adoption Order; or (d) it has been necessary 
to place the child with another family.

1404 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 75 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
where the agency becomes aware of the death of the child the natural 
parents always should be informed of the death unless the natural parent 
has specifically requested otherwise.

1405 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends ot give cognizance to Recommendation 76 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 that in considering an application for dispensation of consent
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to an adoption, the interests of the child shall he regarded as the paramount 
consideration, and the Court shall make a decision consistent with the goals 
of providing permanent, legal, and nuturing parenting for the child.

1406 Mrs Toner~To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to introduce legislation regarding dispensation 
of consent to adopt in line with Recommendation 11 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, December 1980 which 
states that the Court may dispense with the consent of a person to an 
adoption where the Court is satisfied that the integration or reintegration 
of the child into the family by the natural parents is unlikely in that one or 
more of the following grounds apply—(a) the person cannot be found after 
a reasonable inquiry; (Z?) the person is in such physical or mental condition 
as not to be capable of properly considering the question whether he/she 
should give his/her consent; (c) the person is withholding consent 
unreasonably; (rf) the person has deserted or persistently neglected the child; 
(e) the person has persistently ill-treated the child; (/) the person has 
seriously ill-treated the child to the extent that the integration or reintegration 
of the child in the family is unlikely; {g) the person has persistently failed 
without reasonable cause for a period of not less than six months to discharge 
parental duties in relation to the child; or (A) that there are other special 
circumstances by reason of which the consent may properly be dispensed 
with.

1407 Mrs Toner- To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services when he intends to give legislative recognition to Recommendation 
79 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that an adult adopted person should be entitled to a copy 
of his or her original birth certificate; this entitlement to be a natural flow 
on from an adopted person’s right to grow up with the knowledge of his/her 
adoptive status and that entitlement to original birth certificate should be 
available without restriction, and should be given in a situation where 
appropriate counselling is available but not compulsory.

1408 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 80 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, December 1980 that 
any adopted person should have the right to his or her original birth 
certificate when he or she is aged eighteen years or more and that the 
natural or adoptive parents’ permission should not be required for access 
to information by an adoptee.

1409 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he will take to ensure that the revocation of an agency’s 
registration may take place only after a hearing pursuant to the rules of 
the Adoption Services Registration Board as outlined in Recommendation 
37 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980.

1410 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 38 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 with respect to where the agency is unable to carry out its 
functions, either temporarily or permanently because of—(a) deregistration; 
(Z?) suspension; (c) lack of appropriate staff; or (rZ) ceasing operations that 
the Board should have the power, in consultation with the agencies concerned, 
to appoint other agencies to carry out the work of the first agency.

1411 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 39 
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of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the only grounds of appeal from the decision of the 
Adoption Services Registration Board to the Supreme Court should be —
(a) that the Board did not consider all factors relevant to the application;
(b) that the Board did not give due weight to all factors; and (c) that the 
decision of the Board involved an error of law.

1412 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 40 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that the courses open to the Supreme Court in hearing an 
appeal from the decision of the Adoption Services Registration Board should 
be—(a) to dismiss appeal; and (b) to refer the matter to the Board for 
reconsideration.

1413 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to ensure that there is a distinction 
between the witnessing and the “taking” of consent as outlined in 
Recommendation 41 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working 
Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1414 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 42 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
only the Registrars and Assistant Registrars of the County Court be 
authorized to take consent within the County Court and that where the 
parent is prevented from attending the County Court, the Registrar should 
travel with the witness to the parent.

1415 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to ensure that in each adoption case 
the witness should be a person authorized by the Director-General of the 
Department of Community Welfare Services or the principal officer of a 
registered agency as outlined in Recommendation 43 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1416 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to ensure that the Registrar of the 
County Court be required to take a seminar course in adoption as outlined 
in Recommendation 44 of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee 
Working Paper, Part 1, December 1980.

1417 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he will implement Recommendation 45 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
the parent should be allowed to have other persons present at the consent 
taking.

1418 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 46 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 that the parent’s consent should only be taken after— 
(a) the parent has had adequate counselling and access to written information 
concerning the implications of adoption for parent and child; (A) the parent 
has been informed in writing of community support services which may 
enable the parent to keep the child or of other alternatives to adopt; and
(c) the procedure for revocation has been given to the natural parent in 
writing and explained verbally during counselling and at the witnessing and 
taking of consent.
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1419 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfiye
Services whether he will ensure that written information concerning 
implications of adoption are given to the parent at least 24 hours before a 
consent is signed as outlined in Recommendation 47 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, December 1980.

1420 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community V/elfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 49 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 that where it is known that an adoption of a child whose 
parent is interstate is to be arranged in Victoria, consent should be taken 
under Victorian Legislation at the request of the Director-General or the 
principal officer.

1421 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 50 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
where consent is obtained in another State or Territory at the request of the 
Director-General or principal officer, the procedure followed should be 
equivalent to the proposed Victorian procedure.

1422 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 51 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that a new consent form should be drafted; that this should 
be written in concise, non-legal language and should make it clear that 
signing the form is consenting to three aspects of the adoption process; 
namely—(a) consent to give up all parental rights to the child upon eventual 
approval by the Court of an adoption order; (A) consent to give the agency 
guardianship of the child in the interim period between the consent and the 
adoption order; and (c) consent to allow the agency to begin the adoption 
order.

1423 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 52 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, 
December 1980 that the consent form should be signed by the parent, the 
witness, and the Registrar and that deletion of, and/or failure to complete, 
any part of the form will render it invalid.

1424 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to implement Recommendation 52 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that a consent to adoption should not be signed less than 
ten full calendar days after the birth of the child.

1425 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he will implement Recommendation 54 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
the Regulations should require that those involved in the witnessing and 
“taking” of consent should have an extra obligation to ensure that the very 
young mother understands the implications of her consent.

1426 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 55 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part T, December 1980 that 
printed information pamphlets directed specially to the very young mother 
on the implications of parenthood, on support services and on adoption be 
distributed as an essential aspect of the appropriate counselling services.
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1427 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 56 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
the requirement of the consent of a child over twelve to his/her own adoption 
should be abolished.

1428 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what steps he intends taking to ensure that Recommendation 57 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 is carried out, so that in arranging the adoption, the adoption 
worker must involve the child in discussion to determine the child’s wishes 
and that the child must be given an opportunity to express his/her own 
views of adoption in a way appropriate for a child.

1429 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 58 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980 that 
pie Judge must ensure that the child has been consulted where appropriate 
in terms of age and take his/her wishes into account along with other 
factors.

1430 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to implement Recommendation 59 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper. Part T, December 1980 that 
where paternity is established, the consent of both mother and father should 
be required.

1431 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 60 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that a man should be recognized as the father of a child 
in the circumstances where he—(a) was married to the mother during the 
possible period of conception; (/>) was living with the mother (i.e. 
cohabitation) during the possible period of conception; (<■) has signed the 
legistration of birth form; (rf) has signed an acknowledgement of paternity 
in accordance with the Status of Children Act 1974; or (e) has been named 
in a Court order as the father.

1432 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 61 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I,

proceedings which will determine whether his consent is required.

1433 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 62 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
Decernber 1980 which states that where paternity has not already been 
established by any of the ground.s specified in recommendation 2 of 4.10, 
and no paternity action has been initiated, the agency should be required 
to make reasonable efforts to ascertain the identity of the father prior 
to the signing of consent by the mother.

1434 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 63 

the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper Part I 
December 1980 which states that the agency must notify the father who
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has been identified of the proposed adoption within two working days of 
the signing of consent by the mother by means of certified mail to his last 
known address.

1435 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 64 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 which states that unless the father has taken action to 
establish paternity within the revocation period of the mother’s consent, 
his right to do so shall be forfeited at the expiry of the period and his 
consent to an adoption order shall not be required.

1436 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that any procedures 
established to carry out recommendations 59-64 should protect the rights 
of the natural father while not disadvantaging the child by unduly delaying 
placement as outlined in Recommendation 65 of the Adoption Legislation 
Review Committee Working Paper, Part 1, December 1980.

1437 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he is prepared to give recognition to Recommendation 66 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that in relation to a custody dispute which has arisen from 
a situation where paternity is established, the mother has consented to 
adoption but the father refuses to sign the consent, the mother’s consent to 
adoption is not necessarily an indication that she is not concerned for the 
child, nor is the father’s refusal of consent necessarily an indication that 
he intends or is able to take over permanent care of the child.

1438 Mr.s Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services whether he intends to ensure that a revocation of consent to adoption 
period be retained and that it should become 25 full calendar days after 
the signing of a consent as outlined in Recommendation 67 of the Adoption 
Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, December 1980.

1439 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to implement Recommendation 68 
of the Adoption Legislation Review Committee Working Paper, Part I, 
December 1980 that a natural parent wishing to revoke consent must 
complete the revocation section of the consent form and return it to the 
County Court, Melbourne dated or postdated within 25 full calendar days 
of the date consent was taken.

1440 Mrs Toner—To ask the Honourable the Minister for Community Welfare
Services what action he intends taking to ensure that the date on which the 
revocation period ends should be specified and written on the consent form
